Angelovski, Petar (1931-2003) screen
writer who was always persistent in deeping
into the core of the play, showing necessary
professionalism, taste and excellent knowl-
edge of the stage rules. He filled the sceno-
graphic space with dynamic- natural situa-
tions which gave life to the play.

With his transfer from The National
Theatre Prilep to Bitola in 1960, Bitola Thea-
tre gained the first constant screenwriter.
With his attempts in the area of theatre
scenography he showed proved creative ca-
pabilities in modern scene expression. We
find it important to mention, that in every
subsequent performance, he revealed new
creative potentials, showing cared taste. He
never made an exhibition out of the scene,
the scenography to be beautiful for itself,
but he always emphasized the essential, the
functional. With his tireless and determined
work he fastens the processes in the devel-
opment of the scenography. What is charac-
teristic for the scenographic treatment is the
persistence to enter in the core of the drama
play, to express its spirit and atmosphere.

His creational opus represents a very
large collection of over 200 scenographies
where home, modern, Yugoslav and world
play are present.

He participated in
the first theatre assembly performance and
in that period he was the only drama artist
possessing an outstanding experience of a
professional actor.

His engagements in acting, began in his
early youth, in the distant 1923, as a member
of the traveling group ‘Tihomir Dinulovik"
and three years later in 1926, he became a
member of Skopje National Theatre, which
was situated in Bitola.

His membership in the semi-profession-
al theatre called "Good field” is very impor-
tant in Bitola, in 1932.

He remained on the stage of the Bitola
National Theatre until 1952, where as an ac-
tor had participated almost in overall reper-
tory.

After three-year break and after his en-
gagement at the Prilep National theatre in
1959, he eventually returned to his local
stage. In 1965 he retired as an actor of Bitola
Ensemble. Although being retired, from
time to time, he took part in some projects
till the end of his life.

In his creative opus more important
roles, which he acted on the stage of Bitola
National Theatre, especially after the return
in his Bitola assembly with exceptional natu-
ralness and experiences are the characters

He finished the elementary and the sec-
ondary education in Bitola. He graduated at
the Faculty of Architecture at the Technical
Higher School in Belgrade in 1953. After his
graduation, he was employed at the depart-
ment of Communal Affairs of the Munici-
pality Bitola. In 1958 he was appointed for a
manager of the newly funded Institution of
Urbanism in Bitola and from 1978 he was a
manager of The Organization for construc-
tion of apartment building and management
of construction land in Bitola until he was
retired in 1988.

Beside the fact, that he was involved in
the designing activity, the basic preoccupa-
tion was the urbanism. In the period of his
engagement as a manager of the Institution
of Urbanism in Bitola, it has been made the
Basic urban plan in Bitola and more detailed
urban plans of Bitola on many rural settle-
ments among which strengthening of the
settlements in Brusnicko- lavcanski region,
the settlement in Bukovski livadi, the set-
tlement Streliste and others. In cooperation
with the Institution of Urbanism of Ohrid
he participated in the creation of The Spa-
cious urban plan of the Ohrid —Prespa re-
gion with Pelister.

His participation in group exhibitions
is much more noticeable throughout Mac-
edonia and territory of former Yugoslavia
(especially with group VDIST), where the art
critics very positively evaluated his works.

In 1966 she be-
came a champion of Macedonia in a pioneer
competition in all three disciplines -slalom,
giant slalom and descent. The same year she
won the sixth place at the State Champion-
ship of Yugoslavia which was held in Mav-
rovo. The title champion of Macedonia she
kept as a junior and senior until her with-
drawal from active competitions in 1977. In
1969 she won the fifth place on the Balkan
championship in Mavrovo. In 1969, 1971
and 1974 she has been elected among the
ten best sportswomen in Bitola and she has
been given the compliment “Queen of the
white sport”. In the summer 1970 she won
the 3rd and 4th place in water skiing at the
State championship of Yugoslavia which was
held in Otesevo. In 1971, 1972 and 1974 she
was an absolute champion in all three disci-
plines of three matches between Macedonia,
Serbia and Montenegro which were held in
Zabjak and Popova Sapka. The same success
she repeated in 1975 at the three matches
on Kopanik .Since 1978 to 1980 she was a
coach of the female skiing team of PSD “Pe-
lister” from Bitola. She is still involved rec-
reationally in skiing and climbing and the
result is her success in conquering of large
number of peaks- Korab, Titov Peak, Dz-
eravica, Pirin, Mitikas, Musala etc.

She has started singing
since she was a child, so on the Macedonian
music scene she is famous since her 11th
year when she performed for the first time
at the most famous music festival in R. Mac-
edonia- “Mak Fest”

In 1992 she recorded her first teenage al-
bum “Mama let me go”. She continued with
performances on festivals outside Macedo-
nia and at almost every festival she returned
with an award. Her dearest awards are the
awards for interpretation.

At the age of 14 by 12 Magnificent she
has been proclaimed for the best female art-
ist in Macedonia.

In 2000 she signed her first professional
contract with the music production house
“Avalon production” and since then her ca-
reer started to go on upper line.

Gravcevski, Vladimir (1936-1978) actor
with a passionate love for the theatre, who
beside his acting, unselfishly shared love to
the theatre at young generations. He un-
selfishly transferred his great knowledge of
the theatre rules to the amateurs -members
of The Youth stage, which at the same time
became garden centre for producing new
actors for Bitola Theatre and Macedonia as
well. Directing plays at the Youth Stage and
working enthusiastically with each actor in-
dividually, he embedded the love towards
the theatre at those young people whose life
path after their graduation at the Academy
of art, often returned to the stages of Bitola
Theatre, showing and performing maturity
of experienced actors.

He was born in Veles in 1936. He fin-
ished his elementary and secondary educa-
tion in his native city. After several seasons
of performing at the Veles Theatre in 1961
he came to Bitola and joined the National
Theatre Ensembly. His premature death in
1978 stopped his life development line. In
the history of the Bitola theatre he remained
as an actor with huge love and will towards
the theatre and hardworking leader.

Demirovski, Ajri (1927- 2009), Mace-
donian musician and author of the song “Bi-
tola, my native city” and chroniclers name
him the greatest Bitola genius who with his
creation in the area of the newly created au-
thentic Macedonian music, his native city
Bitola made it famous all around the world.

He was born in 1927 in Bitola. After the
liberation Ajri Demirovski was the first stu-
dent from Bitola who was sent to the Graph-
ical school in Zagreb to study the printing
craft. But, he never worked as a printer in
Bitola. He was employed at Radio Bitola as
a guard. When working in the radio he had
unusual opportunity regularly to listen to
the most popular Bitola and Macedonian
singers in flesh. It made him think about the
creation of new Macedonian music.

Ajri Demirovski composed over fifty
songs. His most popular ones are: "Marice
beautiful girl”,” Somewhere mother near
Bitola”, “You only surprise me Cveto”, “ I
dreamed you Mare yesterday”, “ Whom do
you Dano dress up for”, “My day is coming
to leave far away”, and many others, which
are thought to be folk song, since they have
generally been accepted and sang.

And certainly the most famous among
them all is “Bitola my native city”, infused
with a passionate love towards his native
Bitola, and which represents unrepeatable
music symbol of Bitola, by which Bitola is
recognized and distinguished abroad. Bi-

The producer house ISR from Istanbul,
R. Turkey prepared a documentary film for
Demirovski which while it was shot in Bi-
tola in its final phase, the crew was caught in
by the sad news for Demirovski’s death.

He died in Ismir on 21st October where
he lived in a period of 25 years.

He left to Turkey when he was young,
but in the last years of his life, although in
bad health, he frequently came to his native
city, kindly welcomed by his friends and his
citizens. His statement stayed for ever for us:
"Whereever my life ends my heart will al-
ways remain in Bitola."

He had
his debut in 1966 at the festival “Youth 66”
in Subotica. He finished his elementary and
secondary education in Bitola and in 1966
he enrolled at the Music Academy in Bel-
grade. In 1970 he was employed at the Mac-
edonian radio as a music producer ( then as
an editor —producer). From 1990 he worked
at the Section for documentation of MNT,
for electronic archives of phonetic goods.

His creational music opus contains over
1000 music compositions which in their
form unite many original artistic and mu-
sic genre moments of the urban tradition in
our country. He creates a range of popular
compositions with which he participated
at the time famous festivals ( Opatija, Sara-
jevo, Skopje) some of them became antholo-
gies of the Macedonian pop music among
which “Whose are you” 1971 announced for
the song of the century in 1999, “Quietly,
Quietly you talk”. Meantime he created so
called applied music for films among which
for the film “Stand back Delfina” for a large
number of dramas, for television serials of
MRT. Slave Dimitorv successfully continues
with the creation of modern Macedonian
music.

He was born in Bitola in 1933.He fin-
ished his elementary education in Bitola
and The Secondary Construction School in
Skopje He graduated at The Faculty of Ar-
chitecture in Skopje in 1962. The same year
he was employed at the Institution of Ur-
banism in Bitola. From 1975 to 1980 he was
appointed for the first manger of the newly
founded institution Institute for protection
of cultural monuments in Bitola ( with its
seat in then ruined building of the old bar-
racks) which later were integrated with the
National museum KIS “Heraclea Lyncestis”
and art gallery “Mosa Pijade” and marked
important results in the protection of the
cultural inheritance. From 1990 to 1994 he
performed the function member of the par-
liament of R. Macedonia. His working expe-
rience he finished in 1997 at The Institute of
Urbanism in Bitola.

In both institutions as a planner and a
preserver of the construction inheritance,
he worked on many projects among which
the most important are: The urban study for
the city of Bitola (1966), The Basic urban
plan for the city of Bitola (1968), The Second
larger changes and supplements of the Basic
urban plan for the city of Bitola (1990) and
the three larger changes and supplements of
the General Urban plan for the city of Bitola.

Dimitrovski, Pece (1942) is considered
to be one of the most talented handball
players who promoted Bitola both on do-
mestic and international plan. He made his
first steps in the sport in his early childhood.
He started playing handball in 1957. His
handball superiority and talent was noticed
by Tome Atanasovski famous coach and in
a very short time he became a member of
HC “Rabotnik”.

In 1964 he left to Nis where he played
for the team of “Zelenicar”. Then, he moved
to Veles where he stayed for three years and
then returned to Bitola and became a mem-
ber of “Pelagonija”

For his successful handball career he has
received a lot of awards and testimonials by
Handball Association of Macedonia and the
Handball Association of Yugoslavia. He has
often been ranked among the top handball
players of Nis, Veles and Bitola. In 1962 and
1968 he played for the handball representa-
tion of Republic of Macedonia. In 1966 he
was representative of SFRY defending the
colours of the country, at the matches with
Poland and Democratic Republic of Ger-
many. In the handball club “Pelagonija” he
was both, a player and a coach. For the last
few years he has been working as a coach,
training young generations.

Dimovski, Jovan- Janko (1928-1996)

He takes an important place in the Mac-
edonian modern art as an artist and critic.
He was born in Bitola in 1928. He graduated
at the Academy of Applied art in Belgrade
in 1953 (department decorative art) in the
classes of the famous professors Vasa Po-
morisac and Vinko Grdan.

He belongs to the first after war artists
who participated in the process of moderni-
zation of the artist expression at the same
time preserving the deep connectivity to the
bottom that originates from finding always
inspiration stimulus ( by content determina-
tion and stylistic expression) in the Mac-
edonian cultural inheritance.

After the graduation he became e a
member of DLUM. He was included in the
artistic life of Macedonia and he was present
at all exhibitions, crucified on the direction
Bitola- Skopje -Belgrade. The decisive mo-
ment for his creation represented the work
with Zdravko Blazik at the conservation
of frescoes and icons in many Macedonian
churches and monasteries, when he saw the
values of our middle age cultural inherit-
ance.

He worked as an art pedagogue, graphic
illustrator, scenographer and finally as a free
artist. He organized exhibitions from 1952
in Bitola and then Skopje, Belgrade and
abroad. He participated at the exhibitions
at DLUM and from 1955 with the art group

VDIST as its member. From 1971 he was a
member of Belgrade art group SINGIART
with 6 other painters, who shared the same
opinion, who searched an inspiration in the
cultural inheritance.

During his work, Dimovski passed
through one very heterogeneous stylish de-
velopment. He started with stylized realism,
with many decorative elements with exam-
ples from the national ornaments (especially
the authentic ceramic) and the Macedonian
folklore. Then, through specific expression-
ism he approached to the associative ab-
straction in which basis were the nature and
its phenomena.

The work from his first period are con-
nected to the Macedonian nature with the
Old Bitola Bazaar, with still life...very close
to the postimpressionism and later he ap-
plied stylization, simplification of forms and
acceptance of decorative elements with con-
tour framing of the same.

Later at the beginning of his seventh dec-
ade of his cycle he approached Macedonian
rhapsody to the associative abstraction. In
the same spirit and he worked on the scenes
of the catastrophic earthquake in Skopje as
his own experience of horror with entering
symbolic expression and enformal decisions.

With his independent exhibitions and
participation in large number of groups in
the country and abroad as well as with the
large number of awards and recognitions
,Dimovski applied important position in
the history of the Macedonian painting. His
works are all around the world and for his
creations he was winner of large number of
awards recognitions and testimonials.

Dubovi, Jan (1892-1975), architect and
constructor, who during his very short stay
in Bitola built important objects for the city .

He was born in Lazice, Czech Republic
in 1892.He graduated in Prague in 1916 and
was employed in the construction company
in Prague. After the end of the First World
War with the same company he was trans-
ferred to work in Belgrade and latter he
abandoned that company and he was em-
ployed as a municipal architect-planner in
Belgrade. In 1928 he founded the group of
architects of modern direction. In the peri-
od between the 1929 and 1934 he designed
a large number of objects. One of the most
significant objects from that period is the
Observatory in Belgrade (1930).

In 1934 he moved to Bitola. Here he de-
signed a larger number of objects from the
apartment and social character. Then, he
moved to Skopje where he was employed
at the Law bureau of the engineer Kiril
Zernovski.After the liberation he was em-
ployed at The Architecture department at
the Ministry of Construction in Skopje.

He died in 1975 in Hradec Kladovo,
Czech Republic.

As a renomated Macedonian conductor
he had around 30 symphonic concerts as a
conductor with the choirs of AKUD “Dame
Gruev” and the choir at the high school
“Josip Broz Tito” he performed at many
cities in Macedonia and in many European
countries (SSSR, Czechoslovakia, Germany,
France, Turkey, Bulgaria, Moldavia and
etc.).

In Bitola he performed the operas “Or-
pheus and Evridika”, 1960 concert and in
1965 the scene performance in Heraclea
Lyncestis for which the academician Todor
Skalovski evaluated that it was an excellent
performance which would be remembered.
In 1967 he performed the opera “Seville’s’
barber and in 1969 “Cavaleria Rustikana”
Due to his professionalism he organized Ba-
sic organizations of music youth of Macedo-
nia in the cities Bitola, Prilep, Titov Veles,
Stip, Strumica, Kocani, Struga and Ohrid.

Ivanovski, Metodija (1929-1995), artist
and screen-writer. He is among the first pro-
fessional theatre script-writers, the founder
of the television scenography in Macedonia,
establishing the foundations and the roots in
this field.

He was born in 1929 in Bitola. He gradu-
ated painting at Hudozesto’s school and the
Pedagogical academy in Skopje. While he
had been studying, he visited Italy in 1954,
Paris in 1957 and 1977, Prague and Bratis-
lava in 1970 and New York in 1982. On the
field of the theatre scenography he appeared
at the beginning of the 70-s of the last cen-
tury.

The first theatre performance which he
scenographicaly designed was the French
comedy “Wife what should I prepare you
for lunch?” By F.Marceau (1970). In his sce-
nographies there was a special freshness and
charm with original quality, and they were
all artistically clean and deprived from stage
naturalism.

His list of scenographies is astonish-
ing. The creative opus of theatre scenog-
raphies starts with the performance “Wife
what should I prepare you for lunch?” by
F.Marceau (1970) and then follow “Lence of
Kumanovo” by V.Iljoski (1971), “Priest Kiro

Ivanovski, Tode (1924-2005), artist and
pedagogue, freedom fighter of his people,
whose creation takes an important place in
the Macedonian modern art. He was born in
1924 in Negotino and since 1925 he lived and
worked in Bitola. He joined NOB in October
1941 as SKOJ member in the Second Mace-
donian brigade. The partcipation in February
expedition in 1944, represnted inexhaustible
source of inspiration for his work. For the
first time, he presented his works including,
drawings from NOB for the wall newspaper
of the Second Macedonian fighting brigade.,
in v. Zborski in March 1944.

During his whole life he was trying to im-
mortalize his companions, who believed in
the revolution and in the power of humanity.
His drawings are published in many daily pa-
pers and exposed in group and independent
exhibitions in all cities throughout Macedo-
nia. In 1962 his map of drawings “Our flame”
was published and it can be found in many
world-famous metropolites Leningrad’s Er-
mitraz, Tretjakovska gallery, (Moscow), The
National gallery in London, Hudozesta acad-
emy (Sofia), Congress library (Washington),
Warsaw, Prague, Berlin and throughout all
capital cities of former Yugoslavia. Ivanovski
was honoured for his achievements with
“Order of bravery” (during the NOB), Medal
(and after that Order) for people’s credits and
he was a triple recepient of 4" November -
award (1960, 1962 and 1965).

He
was born in Bitola. As many citizens of Bi-
tola from that time in his early age he was in
love with the mountain and the largest part
of his youth he passed on the snow slopes
on Pelister. Among the lovers of white sports
he was known as a remarkable racer and
skier in all disciplines. He participated in a
numerous championships of municipal and
republic character. For a long time he was
among the first and the most prominent
representatives form Bitola in ski disciplines.

Parallel with skiing Blagojce Ilievski
dedicated himself to the football with his
heart. The path to his affirmation, was diffi-
cult because at that time Bitola was rich with
football asses, veterans who relatively hard
wanted to change places. Still, due to his re-
markable talent Ilievski for a relatively short
time became one of the best football halves
in Bitola in the generations who promoted
the football in Macedonia and former Yu-
goslavia. Years in a row he defended the
colors of "Rabotnik" and "Pelister' form Bi-
tola he played in the period when Pelister for
the first time fought his place on the high-
est rang of competitions in former Macedo-
nia and Yugoslavia (4 zones) and after the
finishing of his career his experience and
knowledge of football skills he transferred
unselfishly to the younger generations.

In 1959 at the championship of Macedonia
he won the third place which enabled him to
represent Macedonia at the semi-final tour-
nament of the championship of Yugoslavia
in Drvograd and in strong competition he
won the fourth place. In 1964 he won the
champion title, convincingly conquering
the first place with 12 and % points of pos-
sible 15. He was a participant at three state
championships of Yugoslavia where he
reached considerable success. In 1967 at the
tournament "Meeting of solidarity" held in
Skopije he reached sensational success play-
ing draw against Fisher. He played success-
fully at several master tournaments. In 1981
at the master tournament in Bitola he won
the third place and he won the master title
going over the standards for 1 point. With
the team of "Stevo Patako" they were repub-
lic winners for three time and they won the
Cup of Macedonia three times.

Ilievski, Dimitar-Murato (1953-1989)
first Macedonian mountaineer who reached
Mont Everest on 10 May 1989,the highest
peak of the world. He became member of
PSD "Pelister" in 1968. In 1972 he completed
the climbing course for mountain rescu-
ers. Among the first more significant suc-
cesses, achieved with some of his confident
companions, is conquering Dolomiti- Mar-
malde (3342 asl.).In 1979 for the first time
he climbed on Mount Bland, high 4807 asl.
A year latter, he conquered Meterhon (4478
asl) and in 1981 he climbed Mont Bland,
then again Meterhon and Monte Rosa
(4634asl). In 1982 he participated in the First
Macedonian alpinist expedition “Andes 82”
when he climbed Cupikali (6400m asl) and
Huasharan- South peak (6768 m asl) and
North peak (6677m. asl). In 1984 he was
participant in the Second alpinist expedition
“Pamir 84”.With that expedition he con-
quered two peaks Peak Cetvoriok and the
Peak of communism where with his friend
Gorgi Kostovski, he experienced a real odys-
sey drama, fighting with the nature in order
to save the lives of two alpinists from Aus-
tria.

On 10 May 1989 he reached his greatest
success that one alpinist could reach con-
quering the Mount Everest, the highest peak
of the world-8 848 masl. With that accom-
plishment Dimitar Ilievski Murato went
into the eternity and in the world of sport
legends.

He
was recognizable by his noticeable figure
with strong baritone voice, lively and cheer-
ful character, infusing with passion all the
characters he acted on the stages which
meant life for him. “the Lure of the Foot-
lights”.

He was born in 1927 in Veles. He started
his acting engagement in his native city, then
he continued in the city under the Marko
Towers and in 1960 he became part of the
Bitola National Theatre Ensembly, period
which was undoubtedly his most mature
phase of his acting work. From the time
when he arrived to Bitola until the end of his
life, he remained in Bitola

He was one of the leading actors of Bi-
tola Ensembly and he was the holder and of
the repertory for a very long time. With his
luxurious and eruptive talent he acted many
headline and leading roles. He acted roles
of different character, but most frequently
he acted roles in works where the openness,
sharpness, artistic strength, criticism, humor
and irony dominate.By showing exquisite
ability in transforming himself from char-
acter to character, together with the serious-
ness of his approach and his capability of
performing the roles with freshness and pu-
rity, he achieved the highest advancements
in the creation of the characters.

As a crown of his acting work was the
award for life achievement Vojdan Cerno-
drinski in 1993.At this festival he received
many awards for acting.

Karadzovski was born in Ohrid
in 1916 where he finished Art Engrave-
ment School. In 1937 he moved to Bitola
and worked the iconostasis of “St Peter and
Paul” the cemetary church. It was the begin-
ning of a further prolific period of creating
11 iconostasis, church mobiliar and other
engraved objects. His other performed acts
are: Iconostasis at the churhces “St John”
in Bitola (1937) “St Constantin and Elena”
v.Lavci, “St Dimitrija” v.Dihovo (1942-
1943), “St Virgin Mary’s church” v.Cajnice
(1958-1960), “St Naum” Bitola (1960), “St
Sava” in New York (1962), “St Nikola”, Jon-
ston USA (1964), he engraved iconostasis
for the church in Windsor Canada (1967-
68) and “St Archangel Mihail” in v. Bukovo
(1982-84). In 1944 he made the bishop’s
throne and six other chairs for the priests in
the Virgin Mary’s church in Bitola. His oth-
er works are: The Catolic church in Bitola(
choir stall and table for throne), the church
in Bogdanci (throne), in Mitrovica( Hon-
ourable marble statue of Virgin Mary) and
in Sopkani(choir stall and throne). He died
in 1989 in Bitola.

His sport ca-
reer started in his early youth in 1958, although
accidentally he won the first place at the first
night race in Prilep on 1500m. Then, he par-
ticipated at all night races in Bitola, Stip, Sko-
pje and Veles and he is among the initiators for
foundation of the athlete club “Olympija”. The
same year he became a member of the Mac-
edonian representation and the cup of the re-
public on 800m, he reached time which could
not even be imagined 2,02 seconds in 1963
with broken arm he won the first place at the
Republic competition in Saraj, Skopje on 400m
with bars.

While he was serving his military term he
participated on numerous army champion-
ships in former Yugoslavia.

Since his
high school years they started singing and
then when they introduced each other well,
they started to sing in a duet. At the begin-
ning they sang live, they were especially loved
and listened for the songs for the migration.
Both of them for the period of 50 years they
popularized the Macedonian national song
starting from their young age from the school
desks and then through Radio Bitola and the
Macedonian production successfully launched

The duet Kuculova Andreevski has
a dozen of evergrings that can not be forgotten.
They will sing eternally because they reflect
our existence, our bit, tradition and culture
which for a half a century with microphones in
their hands they popularize that melody, our
beautiful Macedonian national song.

Makedonski, Kiril (1925-1984), his real
surname Vangleov, Macedonian composer,
one of the most remarkable representatives of
the second generation of Macedonian com-
posers.

Persuaded by his father and as a result of
his musical talent, he started to study a violin at
the age of 11. He finished his elementary edu-
cation in Bitola and his secondary education he
continued in Bitola and Skopje and he gradu-
ated in 1946. In 1947, he enrolled at the Music
Academy in Zagreb in the class of Krsto Odak,
then in Sarajevo in the class of Ivo Brankovik
and in Ljubljana at the department for compo-
sitions and conducting. He defended his mas-
ter’s thesis from the field of the composition
in Ljubljana at composer Lucijan Skerjani. He
was six months resident in Warsaw in 1970, as
a scholarship student of the Polish government
and in 1974 he completed the International
course for contemporary music in Darmstadt,
Western Germany. He participated at the In-
ternational congress for new music notation in
Gan, Belgium 1974.With his professional and
expert works he participated on many sym-
posiums and congresses in the country and
abroad. His compositions were performed in
our country and abroad (Western Germany,
Eastern Germany, France, Soviet Union, Po-
land, Romania, Bulgaria, Holland, Denmark,
USA, Cuba, Argentina and etc)

From 1973 he worked as a professor at
the Academy of Teacher’s training St Clement
Ohridski-Skopje, where at the group of music
education he taught the courses harmony and
intonation. Parallel with his composing, he
was involved in the pedagogical activity and in
the last years of his life, special accent was put
upon the research in the field of the music psy-
chology, more concrete - music therapy. Large
part of his knowledge is presented in types of
essays, in front of the foreign public, for which
he received international recognitions.

He is author of the first Macedonian opera
“ Goce”( in four acts, 1954) with large histori-
cal importance for the Macedonian music and
which represents a huge step ahead in con-
quering over the biggest music forms by our
authors. Not taking into consideration the
other things, it springs from our existence, our
folk music, reviving part of our historical past
on the scene.

K.Makedonski is author of two other mu-
sic works: “Czar Samuil”-opera (1968), where
he reached his creative tops and with its first
performance caused positive reactions; and
“Ilinden” (1973) by which he rounded up his
opera opus and his permanent interest for top-
ics from Macedonian national history.

He is one the first Macedonian composers
of symphonies - symphonic poem “Dancer”
(1951). Later there are five more symphonies
(1956/78) and opus of other compositions that
belong to different types: chamber ( more than
ten), choir (twenty), children songs, film mu-
sic( for ten short-length and three long-length
films) music for (ten) plays.

He was preoccupied with the idea to cre-
ate Macedonian national style, based on the
characteristics of the folk music and on its
synthesis with the music - technical achieve-

Manaki, Janaki (1878-1960), Macedo-
nian film recorder, photographer and ca-
liograph. After finishing his primary school
he enrolled at the Romanian high - school
in Bitola and since then he started to love
this city. When he completed his second-
ary education , Janaki was allowed to work
as an educational worker. He had his first
professional arrangement with the art of
photography in 1898, when he opened pho-
tography studio in Janina. Manaki Brothers
managed to buy an empty garden space on
Sirok Sokak, after a range of negotiations
in 1904. Immediately they started to build
the studio, according to their own project,
which allowed them constant execution of
their photographic activity. In 1905 Janaki
moved to Bitola and he was determined to
stay there forever, where together with his
brother opened their own photographic stu-
dio. In front of the authorities they registered
as joint owners, unlike Janina, where it was
only registered on Janaki. In that and such
Bitola, Janaki started his pioneer activity.
Janaki had refined sense and feeling for the
pulse of the great city for extinction of the
old and the birth of the new time or simply
he had feeling and good ear for the history.
When travelling throughout the European
capitals in 1905, he sent to his brother the
camera Bioskop 300 from London, which in
the hands of the young enthusiasts turned
into an instrument of historical value. Since

that moment, the film history in whole Bal-
kans started. Although an artist by voca-
tion, he was prosecuted for the activities of
political nature by Turkish authorities and
was arrested by the Bulgarian occupational
authorities in 1916. In 1921 Janaki together
with his brother opened modern cinema in
Bitola and there the first show was presented
in the newly opened Cinema Manaki ( so-
called “summer cinema”).

As he knew French well, he moved into
the cultural circles. For a very short period
of time, Janaki managed to promote the
photographic work in Bitola, so the brothers
gained customers from all ranks of Bitola’s
society, including the diplomats. The work
of Janaki Manaki is undoubtly of invalu-
able contribution for our national history
and culture, for Balkan people culture and
history and for the cultural treasury of the
world in general.

Manaki, Milton (1882-1964), the first
film recorder on the Balkans, Macedonian
author and author of documentary films.
He was a pioneer of the recording activity in
Macedonia.

He finished his primary school in his
native city and then he enrolled in the first
class of the Romanian high-school in Jani-
na, but he did not make any efforts to fin-
ish it and left it, remaining with unfinished
second class. Then he was sent to Gravena
to study craft, but Milton did not show any
interest towards any craft. In 1898 his broth-
er took him to Janina in his studio, where
Milton started to study photographic skills
and with tireless labour, he became a mas-
ter for incredibly short time. In 1905 he had
already recorded the documentaries, which
entered the film history: “Spinners” and
“School class in open”. In the first of them,
his 114 years old grandmother Despina was
recorded eternally, where she together with
a group of spinners made bases for knit-
ting. Immediately after that he advanced
his skill in photography art, which brought
him international recognitions. Among the
significant ones is the participation at the
Big International exhibition in Bucharest in
1906 where he gained gold medal and the
title Court photographer of the Romanian
king Carol I. He recorded many photo-
graphs connected to actual events, historical
personalities, customs and that is why his

collection has huge value and distinguished
place in Balkan cinematography and rep-
resents precious part of this world film in-
heritance. Meanwhile the fund of film evi-
dence was enriched with large number of
attractive views of fairs, holidays, weddings
and other religious rituals. The film records
in the period of Young Turkish Revolution
have historical importance. These dramatic
fragments are connected to the pictures of
the repressions of the Ottoman authorities,
made upon the Macedonian population . In
the films: “Rashid V in Solun and in Bitola”
(1911) and “Aleksandar Karagorgevik in
Bitola”(1913)” he represents himself as an
expert of the genre structure of reportage.
The pages of the reportage are essential for
the modern documentary film. The scenes of
the rich meetings of the diplomatic corps in
Bitola are very attractive by its content and
iconographic value, as well as the records
of the execution of Macedonian rebels and
patriots.Other more important works in his
opus, which represents 1.500m film tape, is
the bombing of Bitola 1940, the withdrawal
of the occupational units from Bitola (1944),
he registered the coming of the president
of SFRY, the commrade Josip Bros Tito
at his first visit of the city (1957) etc. The
National Technique of Macedonia awarded
him with memory dilpoma. There are many
annegdotes connected to his living in Bi-
tola, because beside recording, he was joy-
ful, pleasant, talkative, skilled in narrating
anegdotes and scenes of his tumultuos life,
generally about Bitola.Milton Manaki could
see forward and he could feel the historical
moment and the historicial need to preserve
precious documents for the life of our city
and our country in the most fateful days of
his national history.

Mackik, Voislav (1930-1994) architect,
designer, regular professor at the Faculty of
Architecture in Skopje and associated with
the world famous architects Roteval Ci-
borovski, Tange and others.

He was born in v.Baresani, Bitola
in 1930. He graduated at the architecture de-
partment at Faculty of Technical Sciences in
Skopje in 1955. His first employment was at
the Institute of Urbanism and Architecture
of the city of Skopje where he stayed until
1975. Then, he started working at the Insti-
tute of spacious planning in Ohrid and in
1985 he started to work as a regular professor
at the Faculty of Architetcure in Skopje at the
group of subject from the area of urbanism.

After the catastrophic earthquake in Sko-
pje in 1964, he was appointed for a director
for the Section for studies and planning and
he managed the Yugoslav part of the interna-
tional team of planers for performance of the
basic urban plan of Skopje and at the same
time he managed with the international
team of planners for realization of the urban
plan of the centar of Skopje.

Voislav Mackik obtained a scholarhip
of the United Nations and he was on a pro-

Her beautiful voice modulation,
her great internal proportions in creating
of the characters, her great artistic
transformations, made the acting of this
eminent actress closer to the monumental
art. She equally created characters from the
works of the ancient, home, Yugoslav or
foreign drama.

Naumovski, Sotir (1910-1988) doyen
of the Macedonian costume design and
certainly it could be said that the history
of the costume design in Bitola. Theatre is
actually the history of this promoted costume
designer who achieved the affirmation of
the unique professional costume designer
in our republic until the appearance of the
educated costume designers.

He was born in 1910 in Bitola. The
famous lady tailor in the city under Pelister
due to his great love towards the theatre
abandoned his workshop and took the hard
tasks of a costume designer. His will to put a
solid foundation on the field of the costume
design is larger than anything, thanks to
his great efforts, of the tireless spirit of the
oldest Macedonian costume designer. At
any moment he did not stopped with his
own upgrading through analyzing and
following the expert literature and through
theatre visits. The result of such patient
work is his fast affirmation in one of the
leading designers From over 250 costume
designing achievements during more than
three decades costume designing activity it
was not hard at all to mark the emphasized

detailed urban plan for the Old Bazaar in
Bitola and reviews for the urban plans for
many cities in R.Macedonia among which
is the city center "Small ring" in Skopje.
Novakovik is the author for the NOAVM on
the mountain Kajmakcalan.

As a designer he realized many
architecture objects among which it could
be separated the: apartment towers on str
"Partizanska" in Bitola, the business object
on str. Prilepska in Bitola and others.

In his professional work the special
place took the care for the construction
inheritance that it can be seen from his
anthological letter sent to all social, political
organizations from the city against the
demolishing of the Old theatre in Bitola
before the possible variants to be seen for
its survival (This letter was published in
the Collection "Bitola through centuries"
number 11 and 12 issued by the Faculty of
Teacher’s training in 2009).

He participated in the preparation of
the study "Information for the possible
repercussion from the relation of the
protected track on str. Boris Kidric through
the central core of Bitola" by which it has
been avoided 16 objects all together to be
demolished characterized as monument of
culture among which it is the house ( today
amuseum) where resided Goce Delcev when
he was in Bitola. It should be emphasized his
attempt for preservation of the objects of the
old hospital in Bitola in order to avoid the
urban aggression on part of the central city
area.

Tale is one of the best representatives in
playing of a clarinet with special technique,
inventiveness and amazing improvisation
virtuosity. Tale is the first solo player of
clarinet who performed classical concert
for a clarinet in RM.

His membership is of special importance
in the orchestra of the assembly “Tanec”,
that is in the performance of the tour
throughout USA (1956) when there were
held 66 concerts in 53 cities for 84 days.

(1956) with held 72 concerts and second
time on the tour in France (1959) with held
83 concerts.

After
his graduation he returned to his native city
and joined the Assembly of the National
theatre from Bitola in 1952.

Although he was a member of this theatre
for a short time only three seasons, he
directed the works “Without the third” by
M Begovik (1952), "In agony” by M. Krleza
(1954), The game of the case and love” by
P Marivo (1955), “The soldier boaster” by
Plaut (1955).

After his departure to Skopje he did not
forget the theatre of his youth. As a guest
he directed the works “The straw in the
wind” by K.Casule, “View from the bridge”
by A. Miler, in the season 1962. After a long
period, in 1981 he is signatory of the comedy
“Jokes of BabamBitola” by M. Poposki,
“Saloon Bums” by T. Osmanli (1987) and

The film comedy “Peaceful summer”
(1961) promoted him as the first
Macedonian director of films and author
who impeccably created the genre codex of
the comedy. Then, followed the melodrama
“Memento” 1967 , “The thirst”(1971).

He fit in the actual movements of the
modern film, “Angels on garbage”(1995)
which  is another supplement to the
enrichment of the thematic problem mosaic
of the Macedonian film.

Documentary films:”The girls from
young age”(1965), “The quay 13th
November”(1964) and “The twelfth of
Papradnik”(1965) are representative work
of the documentary production.

Papazoglu, Fanula (1917-2001), re-
searcher and interpreter of the ancient
civilization epigraphist, academician. She
represents one of our best distinguished ar-
chaeologists with international affirmation.
She finished her primary and secondary
education in Bitola and then Faculty of phi-
losophy in Belgrade, department of classi-
cal philology with history of the old age and
archaeology (1936-1941). During the war
as a member of the student organization,
she participated in NOB from its beginning.
From October 1942 until April 1943 she was
imprisoned at a concentration camp in Ban-
jica and from the beginning of September
1944, she went illegally to Srem, where she
got work at the Intelligence department of
GNO of Vojvodina.She went to Belgrade in
May 1945where she worked at the Ministry
of Information and in 1946 she graduated
from the Faculty of philosophy. After her
graduation in 1947, she was elected to be an
assistant and in 1949 a lecturer at the depart-
ment of old age history. In 1955 she got her
doctorate and she was immediately elected to
be associate professor and then in 1960 a full
time professor and chief of the department.
In her doctor thesis “Macedonian cities in
Roman time” she showed her overall knowl-
edge about the basic questions of the social
history. Thanks to her research of the old
Balkan “barbarians” it is well known today
that the southern representatives of the tribes
that settled on the Balkans (Tribali, Avtarijati

Dardanci) progressed in their development
during the late classical and Hellenistic period
to a rank of real states. Ph D Fanula Papazoglu
spent her entire professional life in Belgrade
as a full time professor of ancient history of
Greece and Rome, Greek and Latin epigraphy
and numismatics, but she was closely related
to Macedonia and she particularly cooperated
with the magazine “Ziva Antika” (1951). The
objective of her scientific interest is the histo-
ry of ancient Greece and Rome from the old-
est period to the Byzantium period, more spe-
cifically, the history of the old Balkan tribes
and especially the political, cultural and eco-
nomic history of ancient Macedonia, which is
strictly based on critically confirmed literary,
archaeological, epigraphic and numismatics
sources. Papazoglu had published profound
and very qualitative studies for recently un-
known Paleo Balkan tribes, but in the center
of her scientific research preoccupation is
Macedonia from the period of the Roman
domination during 700. In 1974 she was
elected to be external member of the Serbian
academy of the sciences and arts and in 1982
for its full-time member. She is a member of
ANU of Bosnia and Herzegovina and she was
elected in 1994 to be a member of MANU as
an external member.

From her huge scientific opus the most
important articles related to the history of
ancient Macedonia are “Macedonian cit-
ies in Roman time”, “Life antique number
17, “Macedonian cities in Roman age” pub-
lished in Paris 1988 as well as ,,Inscriptiones
Macedoniae Septentrionalis®, issued by Berlin
academy in capital edition ,Sorpus inscrip-
tionum Graecarum“ where the results of the
international project of SANU, MANU and
the Berlin academy of sciences are published
for editing epigraphs and numismatic sources
of RM.

She finished her
elementary and secondary school in Bitola
and the Faculty of Philology department of
English and French language. She graduated
in Skopje.

Since her elementary school she sang in
the pioneer homes she was a member of a
drama section and she has been recognized
as a girl with pretty voice. She was engaged
in the group “SKROMNI” lead by Slave
Dimitrov by Kire Kostov, Saso Barabanov
and etc.

Saska participated at the famous festival
San Remo at children- youth part Kantagiro
excellent result-second award with the song
of Slave Dimitrov “One defeat is not the
end”

In the seventies of the last century, Saska
was a large star. She had over sixty records
several shows on the space of the former
Yugoslavia, several noticeable successful
performances at the national televisions
in Austria, Bulgaria, The Soviet Union and
Poland.

Her debut at the entertaining scene
was at the festival in Subotica in 1970. The

Saska Petkovska -Lipsa had about fifty
records at Radio Skopje show serials and
performances at TV Skopje, TV shows at
the Austrian television and a record for
Intervision. She recorded two single and LP
from the Opatia festival and songs on LP
titled “Our performances from the shows
of Jovan Ristik”. The greatest success she
achieved with the compositions “Kiss me”,

“Never Never”, “Grisqa”, “I am happy that
I live”, “Feeling”, “Yoga exercise”, “Stop my
heart”.

In her honor the children festival “Si-
Do” Bitola had an award for interpretation
that carried her name.

In 2010 there has been the manifestation
“Unforgettable in the honor of Saska
Petkovska Lipsa” at the National theatre
in Bitola where the famous Bitola singers
performed the greatest hits of the formerly
the most popular Macedonian vocal

Saska died too young. She lost her life in
a car accident at the age of 32, but her songs
made a miracle.

primary and secondary education in Bitola.
He specialized in Zagreb at the professor
Zinka Kunc. In his 14 stage seasons at the
Opera of MNT (1949/63) he interpreted
(sang) more than twenty (main) characters
usually on the opening nights. The most
valuable stage creations are: Doctor Malatest
“Don Pascavale”, Eskamilio “Carmen”,
Figaro “Seville’s barber”, Papageno “The
Magic flute” and Renato “Ball under masks”.
He started his career with the character
of Mihas in the “Sold bride” and he acted
Gorge Germon in “Traviata”, Rodrigo “Don
Carlos” and Shonar and Marsel in “Boems”.

Blagoja  Petrov-Karagule  belonged
to the group of the best vocals in the
first generation of Macedonian after war
singer,who together with Blaga Petrova-
Karagule interpreted the most famous
Macedonian songs:” I am in love with one
girl”, "Last night I passed”, “Mama, who is at
the door”, “Bitola my native city”.

Petrov was distinguished interpreter of
Macedonian old folk music and well known
for his opera singing, especially on the stages
abroad. He died on 26 July 1963 in the

Immediately
after the graduation, he was employed at the
Fond of apartment construction in Bitola
(Apartment Company in Bitola) and later
at SIZ for housing, organization which grew
into public company for construction and
management with apartment and business
buildings.

His activity is in the domain of the
apartment building, programming and
election of projects with rational parameters
and direct participation in the designing
of apartment and individual objects. As
an organizer and programmer he actively
participated in the construction of over
5000 apartments in Bitola. In the area of
the urbanism he participated in expert
commission for review of the basic urban
plan of the city of Bitola, and in reaching of
the urban plans in the city. He acted actively
as a social worker. He was a delegate at the
Counsel of the local communities and the
president of the assembly of the municipality
Bitola. In the period from 1978 to 1982
he was a secretary at the self government
interest community for apartments (SIZ) in
Bitola.

Razmovski, Metodija (1930) in the
period from 1960-1977 when he was a
manager of the library, it lived its rena-
issance. He marked his raise due to the
improvement of the librarianship in the
city and its surrounding and especially on
the plan of the spacious and the technical
management and equipment of the same.

He was born in 1930 in v.Gavato. He
finished elementary school in his native
place and he finished the Teacher’s school
in Bitola. He graduated at the Faculty
of Philosophy, department of Yugoslav
literature  with Macedonian language. He
was a teacher in v.Brezovo, Demir Hisar
and then he came to ES “Todor Angelevski”
in Bitola. He worked for several years as
a superintendent at the Department of
education in the newly opened municipality
in village Dihovo.He was the founder and
the first manager of The Worker’s University
in Bitola. In 1960 from this function he
became the manager of the Library where he
successfully managed whole 17 years until
1977. He went from the library in 1977 to
the Publisher house “Nasa kniga” in Skopje
until his retirement. During his work with
the library he was a president of the Cultural-
educational community in Bitola ( 6 years),
he was a member of the presidentship of
Initiative board for building of the Center
of Culture in Bitola. In 1962 he was elected
in the Main board of the company of the

libraries of NRM with the mandate of 2 years
and the following mandate of two years he
was the president of the Main board of the
Librarians” Association of NRM. For the first
time the seat of this association left Skopje
and moved to Bitola

With his arrival at the manager’s post
at the Library in 1960 he immediately
started with the movement of the librarian
processes. The children department started
to be processed and to be placed by areas in
the warehouses so that to enable searching
by the users of the requested literature.
In 1961 he widened the activity with
foundation of the Movable library and in
1968 he bought a van which was adjusted to
execute the function of bibliobus by which
the rural places were visited and the book
became more available to the furthest places
in the municipality of Bitola. The movable
library reached its target. The visit of the
furthest settlements in the municipality
represented a holiday especially for the
children who in no other occasion could get
to the readings.

In 1964 he founded the Department
for binding of the literary fund and the
periodical materials. The same year the
library got the name “Clement Ohridski”. In
1966 he started the initiative for foundation
of the Patriotic department and the same
started working in 1974.The network was
widening for three regional libraries. With
the increasing of the librarian fund it was
equally increased the number of users and
by that appeared the necessity of larger space
for the Library.

Razmovski started to deal with the
hardest moment to fight for construction
of a new librarian building which would

represent a representative building at the
Municipality Bitola and he was convincing
the former authorities that, that building one
day would become University library which
after a while, that was in 1980, happened.
The city did not have means to construct a
new building. Razmovski as a member of the
Presidentship of RKPZ of Macedonia and
on other functions used the possibility to
convince the former leaders of the city to
participate with ready made building which
could be adapted. In 1971 it had been made
a project for adaptation of the surgical ward
of the old hospital “Dr Trifun Panovski” for
a library. It had been allocated the building
of the surgical department of the old hospital
and in the same started the supplement of
the new part of the Library with help of the
financial means of the Republic. Towards
the end of 1973 and at the beginning of 1974
the library was moved to the newly adapted
rooms. In the same year the new supplement
part of the Library was covered .

It is important to be mentioned that
during his period of management the library
became a regional library as well and it was
united with the libraries of Prilep, Demir
Hisar, Resen, Ohrid, Debar and Kicevo. All
meetings and expert meetings were exactly
in the Library in Bitola.

For his working period he has been
awarded with many recognitions and the
Publisher's house “Nasa kniga” he managed
successfully until his retirement.

Rolev, Stefan (1865-1969) a sportsman.
One of the
sportsmen of all time and one of the most
promoted pedagogues and leaders on
the field of physical culture in Bitola and

all-rounder Macedonian

Macedonia. He was a participant in the
Ilinden rebellion and in the liberation
fights of the Macedonian people from the
post Ilinden period. He traveled a lot in the
European countries and USA, where he got
introduced well to the gymnastic systems
and sport. In 1908 in Bitola he founded and
managed with the gymnastic association
“Pelisterski junak”. His members wore club
uniforms they practiced lined exercises, with
exercise on movable devices and with a lot
of sport and cultural artistic activities. They
often had public performances in Bitola. He
was named as “Iron Rolev” because he owned
extraordinary physical predispositions and
he practiced a lot of sports gymnastics,
acrobatics, athletics, raising load, wrestling,
box, bicycling, motorcycling, and climbing.
In Bitola, during the young Turkish
regime he organized the first box match
and he organized exhibition of bicycles ad
motorcycles and mass mounting climbing
on Pelister. He died in Bitola at the age of

He was born in Bitola in 1928. He gradu-
ated at the Teacher’s academy art depart-
ment in Skopje.

He was a member of DLUM since 1952
and VDIST from 1955 In 1954. He was on a
study visit to Italy.

He was attached to the landscape paint-
ing and his native city Bitola. Spiroski passed
his whole creative life here in Bitola. In the
nature he always found stimulus for the
artistic shaping of hundreds of paintings.
For this painter, the natural ambient of Bi-
tola and its surrounding with wide Pelago-
nia plain always appeared as main content
direction in his paintings. The basic system-
atic advices for the painting he gained at the
School of Arts in Skopje at the professors
V.Kodzoman, L.Licenoski and Lj Belogaski
and later he transferred that to the younger
generations as an art pedagogue in Bitola.

His first works he represented on the ex-
hibitions of DLUM in 1952 and later with
the group VDIST he had independent ex-
hibitions throughout Macedonia. His works
were present with the Macedonian modern
paintings as well as the Macedonian selec-
tion of 3rd triennial of Yugoslav art in Bel-
grade in 1967.Certian works with the first
performances of DLUM were positively
marked by the art critic which emphasized
his lyric nature, the advices of the impres-

sionist painting, the feeling for harmonic
colors and avoiding of experiments.

Although, at the beginning his works
were closer to the impressionist treatment,
later they gained experimental mark, leav-
ing consistency to it, emphasizing the ex-
pression of the color which defined the con-
tours and the nature, leaving the painting
in the second row. The organization of the
composition he solved classically, mostly
in three horizontal plans on which he op-
posed the verticals of the poplar and the
other Pelagoinia vegetation. The Perspective
he marksedwith the intensity of the colored
surfaces. The stylization and the simple
forms, the most common use of black con-
tours and the symbolism of the colors in the
early creation of Spiroski connect him with
the esthetics of the fauvists. On some mo-
ments, his paintings were closer to the as-
sociative abstraction (when from landscapes
he abstracted the recognizable elements) and
in the last works he was closer to the lyric
abstraction.

His work takes important place in the
Macedonian modern art especially in the
landscape painting in Macedonia.

Stavrevski, Dobri (1933-1994) Macedo-
nian singer. He was born in v.Jablanica,
Struga region. He finished elementary and
secondary education in Struga. In 1948/49
his family moved to Bitola. Since, the fifties
he made the first records at Radio Bitola.
By the wish of his father he enrolled at the
Construction faculty in Ljubljana, where
he studied, but secretly from his parents he
enrolled at the Music Academy solo singing

He sang exclusively opera music, but his
most favorite is the music of Enrico Carrizo.
In New York in 1962 at the Student choir
competition for the opening of the opera
participated 40 choirs which were obliged
to sing Ave Maria. Only Dobri Stavrevski
performed with all choirs as a solo and he
received ovations by the audience, so the
following day the newspapers of the USA
named him the young Enriko Karuso.

Later, he sang national music and
authentic songs. He is known for the
interpretation of songs with unrepeatable
and wide voice diapason. As a singer with
rich color of his voice Stavrevski left in
the phonotecy of the Macedonian radio a
large number of records with national and
authentic songs many of them audio and
one video tape.

He received a large number of awards
and the largest award that was given is
certainly the last one, the award for life

Stefanovski Aco (1922-1985) “the
first Macedonian Hamlet” who definitely
is one of the rare artistic individuals with
such specific sensibility and rich creational
potential, with the power of his original
talent he was and remained a synonym of
peristant theatre leader. He passed his all
working century on the lure of the footlights,
he acted 250 roles mainly leading roles.

He was born in Bitola in 1922. He
finished primary and secondary education
in Bitola. His professional engagement
started with the formation of Bitola National
Theatre in 1944. He passed all 40 years with
his playing activity in this theatre, his place
was irreplaceable pile in the artistic assembly
which secured him highly creational
position. With the force of his specific acting
sensibility, the power of beautiful artistic
transformations, he was and remained a
synonym of everlasting theatre activist. He
impressed with his stabile and measured
act, his volumnized voice and the power for
the magnificent artistic transformations.
Although in 1983 he retired ;he was still
engaged actor in Bitola theatre.

His first
steps on the lure of the footlights, he made
in the amateur theatre “Good field”. After
the liberation he was one of the founders of
the Bitola National theatre where he was an
actor, director and manger. His actor opus
counted over 150 roles. He acted in works
of different genres from home and foreign
drama, he created characters confirming
in that way that he had very wide diapason
and that he was capable to deal with all
challenges, theatre esthetics and research.

of modern motorways. In the period from
1938 to 1941 he was a Senator at Kingdom of
Yugoslavia and president of the Agricultural
party. By the signing of the Triple pact he
resigned of all the functions and dedicated
himself to the architecture and construction.

He formed his own construction company
which worked from 1932 to 1946 with seat
in Skopje. He built many objects from high
construction and low construction such as
roads, bridges, airports, department stores
and factories.

He died in 1963 in New York, USA.

Beside
the scenography he worked on cartoons, as
well as graphical design for the necessities of
TV.

He began to deal with art creation in
1954 and until today he has realized around

Sotir Tomski was promoted also
as detailed researcher of the traditional
buildings in Macedonia. In 1953  he
started to work at the Institute of National
architecture at the Faculty of Technical
Sciences in Skopje. Under his leadership

monasteries.

He was the author of the works:
“Krusevo and its houses”, The Macedonian
National Architecture, “The conflict of the
modern urbanism with the inheritance of
the old cities” and others.

His most important realized objects
are the eight year schools at Sveti Nikole,
Radovis and Vinica (1925), the hotel
pavilions in Katlanovo Spa, Spa Negorci
and Kocani spa, the municipal hospitals
in Gevgelija, Kriva Palanka and Debar
(1951), The Hunting Home in Kriva Palanka
(1953), the building management object of
Forestry economy Galicia, in Ohrid (1954),
The cinema theatre in Gevgelia (1954),
The elementary school in Kriva Palanka
(1954), the hotel with the restaurant in Kriva
Palanka (1955), The sport hall “Partizan” in
Kavadarci (1956) and many others buildings
and individuals objects.

For his fertile work he received
numerous testimonials and recognitions and
charters among which the most important
are: The Medallion of labor of 2nd order
(1959), The Medallion of labor with red flag
(1969). He died in 1985 in Skopje.

Traikovski, Borislav (1917-1996), Ma-
cedonian painter and pedagogue who is
numbered among the first graduated art-
ists in Macedonia. He finished primary and
secondary education in his native city and
in 1951 he graduated at the Academy of Art
at the University in Belgrade. He was mem-
ber of DNU, the most important member of
the art group VDIST. The academic painter
Borislav Traikovski exhibited in many cit-
ies in the country and abroad independently
or as a part of collective in Bitola, Prilep,
Skopje, Struga Belgrade, Zagreb, London,
Bradford, Ferara ,Paris. He is the author of
the works “Grey water” 1954, “Sunlight”
1959, “Towering” 1963, “The last picture”
1994, “Worshiping” 1993. His artistic works
are preserved at many galleries and private
collections in the country and abroad. The
jubilee exhibition on the occasion of 40 years
of his creation in 1991, represented confir-
mation of his artistic personality. With this
exhibition, the overall creational activity of
Traikovski was rounded up, which is impor-
tant with its persistency and coherency for
the development of the Macedonian modern
painting as a whole. B Traikovski was com-
pletely engaged in the creation for Bitola.
He passed in Bitola his complete life and
working age. For his artistic achievements
he won a large number of rewards and rec-
ognitions among which the award 11" Oc-
tober in 1980, the award 4™ November and
others.

The
same year it was formed the Second Union
League of Yugoslavia in which though
qualification in Zrenjanin “Pelister” became
member of the league and that was the
first time Bitola to have a team on a union
rang. For this success of Bitola’s club one
of the most deserved was the goalkeeper
Bone Trajkovski. Unfortunately, the Second
Union League was dismissed and “Pelister”
again played in the Republic league together
with RK “Rabotnicki”. In 1967 both teams
were joined under the common name
HRK“Pelagonia” which four years in a row
was the champion of the republic league.
In 1971, the team reached a great success
and won the first place in the league and
for the first time Bitola gained its own
representative in the First union league. One
of the most prominent players who had the
benefit for such success is the goalkeeper
Bone Trajkovski who for his active
participation in the passport represented an
example for that how one sportiest should
live and behave.

Trajkovski, Ljubisa (1930-1995) actor
who represented one of the most luxurious
talents of the Macedonian theatre and was
the pile of Bitola’s ensemble. His natural
way in the discovery of the drama destinies
,characterized his artistic act in a special way.

He was born in Skopje in 1930. With
his arrival to the city under Pelister in 1960,
he got employed at the National theatre
Bitola and became a member of the drama
ensemble. What characterizes him from the
beginning is the developed feeling for speed,
rich and thoughtful reactions, for logical
differentiation of the text that he would act.
The balance, which sometimes gave the
impression of indifference and relaxation
is very recognizable mark of his full blood
interpretation of his characters. He won
the audience with his bright spirit, with
his elegant scene movement, his subtitle
attitude towards the formation of each given
character. When he went on treatment, he
was pushed away from his only love, the
theatre. But, as soon as his health improved,
he returned to the lure of the footlights
acting less significant roles, but performing
them with the same mastery as he did in the
previous 30 years in his leading roles, in the
works of the world and modern drama.

From the plead of characters that he
acted at the scene of the National theatre in
Bitola as the most distinguished are the roles:
Karl More in “Outlaws” by F Shriller (1967),

After the releasing of the Teacher’s school
he worked at the Elementary school “Kole
Kaninski” Bitola as a teacher of music and as
an assistant manager.

From 1968 he worked and conducted the
mixed choir of KUD “Stiv Naumov” by the
recommendation of the Ministry of Culture.
In 1971 by his initiative, it has been formed
the youth female choir which shortly became
a part of the most famous choirs in the state
and on international scenes at different
festivals where he got numerous awards and
recognitions.

Ljubo Trifunovski is a receiver of many

He was born in Veles in 1921 .Be-
fore the Second World War he participated
in the theatre groups of Petre Prlicko and
Dimce Trajkovski. Corevski is one of the
founders of MNT in 1945 where for only
six seasons played around 26 drama char-
acters. After 1951 his career continued at
the National theatres in Veles and Stip and
from 1952 to his early death in 1955 ,he was
amember of the Bitola National Theatre. On
the scene of the National Theatre Bitola he
accomplished several parts of anthological
importance such as Kris “In all my sons”
A.Miler (1952), Marko in “Without the third
one” M.Begovik (1953), Jerko in “People
without sight” by J.Kulundik (1953), Mitke
in “Kostana” by B.Stankovik (1954) which
was his last acted part. In 1955 he acted in
the film” Wolf's night” His early death in
1955 took him away from the theatre and the
film.

She was an active handball
player until 1964, when she played the
last game for the hand ball club Pelister.
During her eleven years hand ball career,
she won many recognitions and rewards
and she was proclaimed for a sportswoman
of Macedonia. When she finished her
sports career, she did not give up of the
handball. He became a couch and she
transferred the gained experience from the
numerous matches to Bitola’s teams and the
Representation of Macedonia.

She is a recipient of the silver certificate
of honor of REM, on the occasion of ten
years anniversary of handball in Macedonia.
She got similar rewards on the occasion of
celebration of the twenty and thirty years
anniversary of the handball in Macedonia.
In the period of 1950-1960 she practically
played all other sports. Bitola’s journalists
called her the Prima Donna of the handball
in Bitola , real virtuosi woman exceptionally
gifted for all sport disciplines.

She was born in Bitola. She is a promoted
handball representative known in Macedonia
and Yugoslavia. She started to play handball
at the age of ten and at age of thirteen. She
played the first matches for the first lining
of the team of “Pelister”. As a member
of the Youth handball representation of
Macedonia she has won many awards and
first places and almost at all of them she
was proclaimed to be the best player or
shooter on the tournaments in Slovenia,
Croatia and Macedonia. From 1976 to 1985
with the handball team “Pelister” she won
many tournaments and championships as a
player with the highest average 14 goals per
match. At the age of seventeen she signed
for DIN in Nis, where after the tournament
in Zajecar as the best player she left to RK
“Rabotnicki” Belgrade. She played with
them on many tournaments, competitions
and international competitions where with
the handball representation -junior one,
she won the golden medal on the Balkan
championship and she has been announced
for the best shooter.

Due to an injury she did not travel
to the Olympic Games in Seoul. After her
return to Belgrade she returned to her old
club “Pelister” until 1987/88 when she
played for “Mlaz Bogdanci”.

1995 and she was again in Pelister 1995-
1996, for HC Kometal Skopje with which
she won the cup and the championships,
then again to “Pelister Tat” and they won
the second place of R. Macedonia and the
cup of Macedonia and by that they secured
place to the European championship. She
played in the clubs in Greece and then from
1998-2002 in “Ehikos” Kozani where again
she was announced for the best player of the
league, 2001-2004 in “Amintos” Aminteo
and 2004-2005 Filotas Filota and that is her
last club when due an injury she stopped
professionally to deal with handball.

In 1988 she received a medallion for the
contribution in the handball and as a player
of Pelister she was eight times on the list of
the ten best sportswomen of Bitola. From
2007 she worked as a coach of the handball
pioneer school where passed all our current
handball players. With Curlevska as a coach
they won the second place in Fonko league
of R. Macedonia (silver medal) and she
received a diploma for a successful coach
work in the category of cadets.

Today she works as a handball coach
in PRS Bitola for pioneers ( the youngest
category).

Skodreanu, Kosta (end of XIX and the
beginning of XX century) he left mark to the
twentieth century working on the iconostas
at the church “St Constantine and Elena” in
Bitola. He is one of the first artists who im-
posed western influences in the religious art.

Skodreanu finished pharmacy and at-
tended Academy of Art in Vienna and after
his return, worked on the both activities.
His most significant achievement is the
iconostas at the church “St Constantine
and Elena”(drawn in 1905) which leaves
the dogma and patterned decisions of the
church painting from the second half of
XIX century, leaves the traditional and By-
zantium engagement of the icon writing
and the painting and embeds classicistic
romantic and real elements. In the fund of
the National Gallery of Macedonia in Skopje
there is the “Portrait of a girl”(beginning of
the 20 century) one of the rare works which
marked the profane character of the art in
this period .

Sundovski, Jorgo (1955) an architect of
general profile, designer of large number of
objects in Bitola and wider.

He was born in Bitola in 1955. He
graduated at the Faculty of Architecture at
the University “Sts Cyril and Methodius”
in Skopje in 1979. At the beginning of 1980
he was employed at the former Institute of
Urbanism and Design in Bitola, as a designer
of the department high buildings. In April
1993 he was elected for a deputy minister
at the Ministry of urbanism, construction,
traffic and ecology of the Government of
RM and from 1994-1997 he performed the
function of Ministry at the same ministry.
After this function in 1998 he founded his
architecture bureau “Forms” where he is the
manager until today.

Jorgo Sudovski has a large number of
projected and realized objects of different
areas of the construction ( high buildings),
the urban projects and plans in Bitola and
wider in R. Macedonia and outside it.

In the area of designing of individual
and collective buildings, Sundovski has
wide designing opus. He performed around
