Dear Readers,

First of all, I would like to wish you Hap-
py New 2011! I would like to wish you success
in your business, but also in your personal lives
and at the same time, I would like to wish you
remember 2011 due to the higher level of finan-
cial independence of the municipalities, and en-
tering of the remaining eight municipalities in
the second stage of fiscal decentralization.

[ believe that the wish list of all local au-
thorities in the country is the identical and
matches the systematized positions of ZELS
presented to the central authorities, which were
discussed at the third session of the General As-
sembly, the highest ZELS body, held on the 3rd
of December 2010 in Mavorovo. I am especially
happy to see the successes that we have achieved this year,
such as the lobbying for the preparation of the two most im-
portant Laws, the Law on Construction Sites and the Law on
Legalization of Illegal Constructions, whose drafts are in par-
liamentary procedure and ZELS participated actively in their
preparation. This year we had slight increasing of the percent-
age of VAT allocated to the municipalities, but we are proud
of the fact that all local authorities have unanimously stated
that they shall not resign from the demand for the percentage
of VAT allocated to the municipalities to be at least 6%, while
the percentage of the personal income tax to be 30%. There
was a series of other successes, but also there were many de-
mands which ZELS shall continue presenting to the central
authorities. The members of the General Assembly have al-
most unanimously adopted the suggestion on the increasing
of the membership fee for two MKD per capita, which is actu-
ally a great success for the local authorities in the building of
efficient e-municipality. Actually, the increasing of 2 MKD is
an enormous savings for each individual municipality, which
has individually approached the development of the software
solutions envisaged by ZELS in its new IT strategy for 2011-
2015 which would cost at least 20.000-50.000 EUR. These ad-
ditional two MKD shall make ZELS software accessible to all
municipalities, which confirms that he unity in ZELS in on
high level and that the Association provides equal treatment
to all members.

[ would like to inform you that the Newsletter for Decem-
ber contains detailed information on all numerous events,
conferences, trainings, initiatives which were organized dur-
ing this month for our members.

[ would like to point out that in December we have organ-
ized the traditional conference supported by ZELS, marking
the fifth anniversary of the decentralization implementation
on the country. As during the past year, this year the decen-
tralization obtained good marks in the Report of the EU on the
progress achieved by our country, which was a topic discussed
the representatives of the EU and from our country at the
fifth session of the Joint Consultative Committee (ZKK), held
on the 14th of December 2010 in Brussels.

FINALIZATION OF THE ACTIVITIES OF
ZELS MANAGEMENT BOARD FOR 2(0j10

On the 2nd of Decem-
ber 2010, in the Radika Ho-
tel in Mavrovo, the mem-
bers of ZELS Management
Board organized the 12th
session, considering some
of the documents impor-
tant for the work of the As-
sociation, which were en-
visaged to be considered by
the highest ZELS body, the
General Assembly, whose
session was planned for the
next day.

Mr. Koce Trajanovski,
ZELS president, presented
all activities undertaken
by ZELS during 2010, point-
ing out the positive results,
ie. the achieved results
of great importance for
all local authorities in the
country, which inter alia
include active participa-
tion in the drafting of the
Law on construction sites
which is in parliamentary
procedure and the series
activates upon the draft-
ing of the Law on illegal
constructions, which is in
governmental procedure,
The members of the Man-
agement Board remained
firmly on the position that
the local authorities need

higher level of financial in-
dependence, stated in ZELS
position papers, where it is
categorically defined that
in 2011 there is need for the
municipalities to obtain
4.5% of the resources col-
lected with the VAT, i.e. 6%
by 2012. As far as the per-
sonal income tax is con-
cerned, according to the
comparison analysis made
by ZELS, the highest per-
centage in the region and
Europe is distributed to lo-
cal authorities, therefore,
in 2011, ZELS demands 15%
of these amounts to be dis-
tributed to the municipal-
ities, and at least 30% of
them by 2012.

The members dis-
cussed other significant is-
sues related to ZELS refer-
ring to the improving of the
conditions for performing
of the competences of local
authorities, especially for
those referring to the need
for amending of the laws
and bylaws and passing of
new law, among the others,
the Law on Public Utilities

Services.
The members also
tackled the need for

COMMUNICATION OFFICEIN
BRUSSELS- NEW ZELS UNITS

At this session, the members voted ZELS
budget and the Action plan for 2011, the IT strategy
2011-2015, the Public Procurements Plan for 2011,
as well as the amending and supplementing of the

systematization act, envisaging reorganization
in three distinct units, whose topic and scope of
work is already being implemented by the existing
organizational units. The objective is increasing
of the level of services that ZELS provides for
its members, thus, establishing the following:
Training and professional specialization center,
shortly entitled ZELS TRAINING CENTRE - ZTC*,
the ZELS Communication Office in Brussels and
the Unit for Support of E-Municipalities, shortly

entitled “ZEPE*“.

—

strengthening of lobbying
activities of the munici-
palities in the first stage
of fiscal decentralization
in order to make the Gov-
ernment continue the pro-
viding of long-term loans,
whose repayment time-
frames would be increased
from 5 to 10 years, as well
as the revival of alternative
ways of crediting, pointing
out the upcoming confer-
ence for municipal bonds,
supported by the Ministry
of Finance and USAID. The
objective of these remark is
to help all municipalities in
the meeting of the needed
requirements and the en-
tering into the second stage
of the fiscal decentraliza-
tion by the first half of 2011.

During the consider-
ation of the Budget and
the Action Plan of ZELS
for 2011, the members dis-
cussed the possibilities for
supporting of the munici-
palities which are still in
the first stage of decentral-
ization in the form of free
of charge trainings organ-
ized by ZELS for the ben-
efit of the municipal ad-
ministration. The mem-
bers also supported ZELS
initiative on the increasing
of the membership fee for
two MKD, which makes it
eight MKD per capita. They
also explained the specific

intended purpose of these
amounts, which basically
should provide saving of re-
sources needed for develop-
ment of the e-municipali-
ty concept, development of
software applications and
development of human re-
sources for maintenance of
these systems.

The members of the
Management Board initi-
ated new suggestions and
demands, including the de-
mand directed to the Gov-
ernment of the Republic of
Macedonia stating that 2%
of payments collected by
games of chance should be
distributed to municipali-
ties, as well as the organiza-
tion of thematic workshop
on the problems encoun-
tered by local authorities
in the decentralization pro-
cedures. They also pointed
out the need for initiation
of certain amendments of
the Law on expropriation.
The members also stressed
out the need of considering
of the procedures of trans-
formation of agriculture
lots into construction lots
and certain matters in the
area of energy efficiency.
They also discussed the ini-
tiative regarding the finding
of joint solution for estab-
lishing of certain standards
upon the establishing of the
price of potable water.

Rising of initiative on the providing of right to man-
agement of forests by local authorities, the considering of
the possibilities for including of the forestry in the rural
development programmes and the deepening of the coop-
eration between the ZELS Rural Development Commission
and the National Association of Owners of Private Forests
and SNV on issues related to forestry. These are part of the
conclusions drawn from the workshop entitled “The For-
estry in the Rural Development Policy*, organized on the
10th and the 11th of December 2010 in Berovo by SNV- the
Netherlands Development Organization in cooperation
with ZELS, attended by the representatives of the ZELS
Rural Development Commission, mayors of rural munic-
ipalities, representatives from the Agency for Financial
Support of Agriculture and Rural Development, the na-
tional coordinator of the Global Ecological Fund- UNDP
small grants programme, as well as by representatives of
the national Association of Owners of Private Forests.

The discussions tackled the possibilities for inclu-
sion of forestry into the rural development policies and
the development of the role of local authorities in the cre-
ation of this policy. The persons attending the meeting
were informed on the situation of the forestry on the Bal-
kans and Europe by means of presentation of examples of
measures taken in the area of forestry within the frame-
work of rural development policies in the European Un-
ion, at the same time getting in touch with the activities
of SNB and the National Association of Owners of Private
Forests regarding the inclusion of the forestry in the ru-
ral development.

What was very interesting was the presentation of
the possibilities for using of EU funds within the frame of
the rural development policy, tackling the LIDER access
in the area of forestry. The mayor of the municipality of
Berovo, Mr. Dragi Nadjinski, represented the municipality
of Berovo and the development possibilities by means of
inclusion of forestry into the rural development. He also
emphasized the possibilities which are currently used by
the municipality for its own development, which above all
are indented for developing of the tourism in Berovo.

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-, The Law on Construc-
tion Sites granting to the mu-
nicipalities the right to man-
age unused construction sites
on their territories is in par-
liamentary procedure and we
expect to be voted by the end
of this year. This is very impor-
tant for ZELS, since the Law
contains significant amend-
ments suggested by ZELS, ac-
tively participating in the com-
plete drafting process. The
suggested legal amendments
state that the ZELS Training
Centre shall organize and im-
plement the training of au-
thorized municipal officials,
so they can adequately imple-
ment the procedure for sale
and rent of unused construc-
tion sites located on the terri-
tory of the respective munici-
pality, which is beneficial for
all local authorities. The other
benefit arising from this Law is
the possibility for the munici-
palities to provide higher level
of revival of the development
of the local economy. The sec-
ond important law, which is in
parliamentary procedure and
which has been initiated by
ZELS, is the Law on Legaliza-
tion of Illegal Constructions.
We expect that by means of
this law, we shall finally put an
end to the existence of illegal
constructions, thus providing
possibilities for more adequate
town planning in the munici-
palities. Small progress has
been achieved in the providing
of higher level of financial sta-
bility of municipalities. How-
ever, we are not satisfied with
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what has been achieved so far
and we shall continue instat-
ing on the percentage of the
personal income tax distribut-
ed to the municipalities to be
30%, while the percentage of
the VAT should be at least 6%.

This is part of the ad-
dress of Mr. Koce Trajanovski,
ZELS president, on the results
achieved and the future di-
rections of ZELS work, which
were presented to the mem-
bers of the highest body of the
Association, ZELS General As-
sembly, on the third session
which took place in the 3rd of
December 2010 in the Bistra
Hotel in Mavrovo, on the same
date of the marking of the fifth
anniversary of the start of the
decentralization process in the
Republic of Macedonia.

In his address, Mr. Tra-
janovski also mentioned that
eight municipalities are still in
the first stage of decentraliza-
tion, and pointed out that ZELS
is engaged in ongoing negotia-
tions with the Government
in order to facilitate the pro-
cedure for obtaining approv-
al for indebting in commer-
cial banks, as well as obtain-
ing long-term loans, with the
hope that all municipalities
shall enter the second stage
during the next year. As far as
the blocked bank accounts are
concerned, Mr. Trajanovski
pointed out that ZELS is ask-
ing for amending of the Law
on Execution, which should
define the minimal amount of
resources needed for unhin-
dered functioning of the mu-




nicipalities which shall not be
object of execution. In this man-
ner, we shall manage to limit
the lump sum based approach of
the municipalities. Via the Ener-
gy Commission, ZELS is actively
included into the negotiations
with the Government of the Re-
public of Macedonia regarding
the write-off of interests of the
debts of the municipalities to-
wards EVN. In order to provide
higher incomes for the munici-
palities, ZELS has reaffirmed the
positions regarding the amend-
ing of the Law on Property Tax-
es, and especially the guaran-
teeing of the right of the Evalua-
tion Commissions to have direct
insight into the property which
is subjected to evaluation. ZELS
asked for modification of the
methodology of assessment of
property tax. ZELS has also in-
itiated procedure for amending
of the Law on Court Fees, de-
manding for the municipalities
to be exempted from payment
of court cases initiated before

the courts, as well as amending
of the Law on Court Fees, ask-
ing the municipalities to be ex-
empted from payment for cases
initiated before the courts. In
the area of education, ZELS is
in continuous negotiations with
the line ministry, as a result pro-
viding budget for the next year
in order to provide resources
which shall be used for partial
repayment of the debts existing
in this area. As an Association of
all members, ZELS did not forget
the interests of rural municipal-
ities and it is in state of contin-
uous lobbying and conversations
for reaffirmation of the demand
regarding the personal income
tax from agricultural activities
to be entirely (100%) distributed
as income to the municipalities,

while the resources collected
from the renting of agriculture
lands and pastures, as well as
the resources collected as com-
pensation for hunting and fish-
ing concession to be distributed
in the ratio 20%-80% in benefit
of the municipalities. ZELS shall
be actively included in the draft-
ing of the new Law on Forests.
There were certain activities in
the area of initiation of proce-
dures for amending of the Law
on Protection of the Environ-
ment, where the assessment of
the impact of certain strategy,
plans and programmes on the
environment should not be im-
posed as burden to the munic-
ipalities. ZELS has reached an
agreement regarding the com-
plete revision of the system of
public utilities activities, where
ZELS shall be included via its
Public Utilities Commission.

The local authorities sup-
port the central authorities in
the process of meeting of the re-
quirements for integration into
the EU. Therefore, in the Re-
port of the European Commis-
sion on the progress achieved
by our country, the decentrali-
zation has been assessed as con-
tinuously progressing activi-
ty. On the road to the provision
of higher rate of usage of IPA
Funds resources, the applica-
tion of the experiences and good
practices from the local manag-
ing in several European coun-
tries, as well as the initiation of
new funds for the local authori-
ties in our country, ZELS and the
City of Skopje opened joint office
in Brussels, the center of the Eu-
ropean Union.

The members of the Gener-
al Assembly voted several impor-
tant documents related to ZELS
work, adopting the Budget of the
Association for 2011, along with
the Action Plan and the annu-
al financial statement for the fi-
nancial working of ZELS in 2009.
The agenda included the item
concerning the increasing of the
membership fee for two MKD.
This initiative was accepted by
the members of the General As-
sembly by means of adopting of
a decision according to which,
starting as of 2011, the munici-
palities shall pay membership
fee amounting eight MKD per
capita.

ZELS SHALL PROVIDE SIGNIFICANT
INDIVIDUAL SAVINGS FOR EACH
MUNICIPALITY, ONLY BY MEANS OF
INCREASING OF THE MEMBERSHIP FEE
FORADDITIONAL TWO MKD

The increasing of the membership fee for
two denars is actually an enormous savings for
each municipality. The estimations show that
the individual investment of each municipality
for development of the started and envisaged
software solutions of ZELS would cost each
municipality at least 20.000-50.000 EUR. These
additional two MKD shall make ZELS software
accessible to all municipalities, which confirms
that he unity in ZELS in on high level and that
the Association provides equal treatment to all
members

The members of the General Assembly
voted the increasing of the membership fee for
two MKD, now amounting eight MKD per capita,
which shall be charged as of 2011.

This initiative was supported by series of
facts established with the new Strategy for
Development of information technology (IT) and
the e-municipalities for 2011-2015. In accordance
with this Strategy, prepared by the Commission
for E-Municipalities of ZELS, the experts with
wide range of inclusion and by consultation
with the municipalities, ZELS started delivering
electronic services to its members in order to
achieve fast development of the municipalities,
shortening of the time needed for administration
of the services, increasing of the level of
efficiency, transparency and efficiency of the
work. In this context, ZELS established special
administrative and technical unit supporting
the e-municipalities. On the basis of purchase
of sophisticated hardware and software, ZELS
provided free of charge web-base software
solutions for the municipalities. ZELS developed
the software for electronic auction of the
municipalities and the software for the register
of the construction sites in accordance with the
competences defined in the Law. Likewise, ZELS
provided software solution for measuring of the
energy efficiency of the municipalities and shall
provide free of charge setting of internet pages of
the municipalities at ZELS domain.

The assessments show that the individual
investments of each individual municipality
would rise from 20.000 to 50.000 EUR for
individual development of these software
solutions, which is out of reach, especially for the
rural municipalities. All these applications shall
be granted by ZELS free of charge. The increasing
of the membership fee for two denars is actually
an enormous savings for each municipality. These
additional two denars for the software shall be
available to all municipalities, both the urban and
the rural ones. This year, we shall support the
preparation of additional 15 local IT strategies.

On the 7th of December 2010, the Skopje Fair hosted the
conference entitled “Development of the capital market for
the municipalities in the Republic of Macedonia®, organised
by ZELS and the USAID Project on Local Self-Government.
The objective of the conference was to contribute to the fur-
ther development of the system of financing of the local self-
government in the Republic of Macedonia by means of en-
couraging and creating conditions for issuing of municipal
bonds.

Mr. Koce Trajanovski, ZELS president, explained to the
mayors and financial officials from the municipalities in the
Republic of Macedonia, the representatives of the Ministry
of Finance, the Securities Commission, the World Bank and
the investment funds, pension companies, insurance com-
panies and brokerage houses that the idea arose from the
intensive considerations of ZELS regarding the revival of the
legal possibilities for issuing of municipal bonds, which were
also presented at the meeting held between ZELS and the
central authorities. Mr. Trajanovski pointed out that the is-
suing of municipal bonds shall contribute to the usage of the
unused capital found in many funds, and it can contribute to
the reviving of the local economy in order to provide invest-
ment capital needed for construction of major capital infra-
structure investments. He also thanked for USAID's support
regarding the obtaining of the credit rating of around ten
municipalities, which is part of the process of issuing mu-
nicipal bonds and he expressed his conviction that in the
spring of 2011, the first municipal bonds shall be issued in
our country.

The conference was also attended by the Minister of Fi-
nance, Zoran Stavreski, who presented several recommenda-
tions to the municipalities regarding the issuing of munici-
pal bonds as an alternative source of incomes and efficient
instrument for financing of capital facilities in the munici-
palities, emphasizing that they shall be an important impulse
in the reviving of the lethargic securities market. Mr. Stavre-
ski also pointed out that the Ministry is currently working on
some modifications of pension funds in the direction of re-
viving of such activities and usage of theses resources, at the
same time pointing out that upon the issuing of municipal
bonds, the Ministry shall take into consideration the possibil-
ities for indebting of each interested municipality.

Mr. Michael Fritz, the Director of the USAID mission in
the Republic of Macedonia, pointed out that this conference
is actually a continuation of the permanent support provided
by the USAID in the direction of financial strengthening of the
municipalities and developing of the legal regulations in the
area of indebtedness and the capital market of the units of lo-
cal self-government. Mr. Fritz congratulated the new five mu-
nicipalities of Gevgelija, Kumanovo, Shtip, Ilinden and Gos-
tivar which have signed memoranda with the USAID in the
area of supporting of the evaluation of their credit ranking.

The invited representatives from the municipalities of
Rijeka and Koprivnica from Croatia presented their positive
experiences in the usage of municipal bonds, and the present
participants had the opportunity to acquaint with the steps
taken by Novi Sad while trying to issue municipal bonds. The
conference was also used to share the good practices regard-
ing the issuing of municipal bonds by means of the examples
of several Bulgarian municipalities, as well as by means of
Hungarian experiences.

Following the initi-
ative of the firefighting
units on the creation if
their own body within the
organizational structure
of ZELS, on the 20th of De-
cember 2010, ZELS premis-
es housed the constitutive
session for establishing of
the “Firefighting units net-
work in the Republic of
Macedonia“. This body, in
which the firefighting units
of the Republic of Macedo-
nia shall be represented by
their commanders, have
elected their presidency:
President Blagoja Menko-
vski, commander of the FU
of the City of Skopje and
two vice-presidents Kosta-
din Popovski, command-
er of the FU of Bitola, and
Urim Kaba, commander of
the FU of Struga.

The initiative for es-
tablishing of the Network
of Firefighting Units has
been born, predominantly
due to the need for resolv-
ing of some issued faced by
the municipalities in the
Republic of Macedonia by
the transfer of the compe-
tences in the area of the
firefighting protection, as

well as to the exchange of
experiences and join as-
sistance and coordination
in this specific area of ac-
tion.

The presentation of
the firefighting units in the
Republic of Macedonia in
the form of this Network
has been done on the basis
of their capacities of dis-
tinct organizational units
within the structure of the
municipalities, with the
aim of ensuing of consist-
ent addressing of the prob-
lems and the opened mat-
ters in this area and taking
of organizational steps to-
wards their resolving.

The network shall
provide supporting of the
work of the Management
Board and the other bodies
and organs of ZELS in the
direction of establishing
of the policies in this area
within the competences of
the municipalities.

The firefighting units
of the Republic of Macedo-
nia have been included in
ZELS work via the Opera-
tion Florian, which was
implemented with British
experts’ assistance.

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SUBMISSION TO THE CONSTITUTIONAL COURT OF THE
POSITION REGARDING THE INITIATIVE FOR ASSESSMENT OF
THE CONSTITUTIONALITY AND THE LEGITIMACY

In capacity of entity whose priority is the protection of the
interests of the units of local self-government in the Republic of
Macedonia, ZELS addressed the Constitutional Court of the Re-
public of Macedonia and filled its position regarding the initia-
tive for assessment of the Constitutionality and the Legitimacy of
the Article 5, Paragraphs 5 and 6, Article 17-a, Paragraphs 4 and
5, Article 50, Article 50-a of the Law on Physical and Town Plan-
ning (Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia no. 51/2005,
137/2007 u 91/2009), which was deliberated on the session of the
Constitutional Court held on the 1st of December 2010.

The Article 50-a included in the Initiative defines the scope
and the procedure of adopting of local town planning documen-
tation. The initiative on the cancellation of this article states that
this article is contradictory regarding the Constitution of the Re-
public of Macedonia. In its notification, ZELS pointed out the sig-
nificance of the legal institute “local town planning documenta-
tion*, especially due to the fact that the other articles of the Law
stated in the initiative include all provisions defining the local
town planning documentation. We are facing unfavorable legal
consequences, which would arise as a result of the adoption of
the statements in the initiative, i.e. cancellation of the suggest-
ed articles, notably due to the fact that on the basis of the acts
passed by the units of the local self-government, i.e., on the basis
of the local town planning document for the corresponding areas,
the investors have already started huge construction and invest-
ment undertakings, which would lead to problems related to the
enormous investments made on this basis on the territory of the
Republic of Macedonia. The provisions which are subject of con-
sideration, included in the initiative, establish the rights of the
municipalities to implement a procedure for issuing of acts which
shall be considered null and void on the basis of the cancellation
of the foregoing articles, leading to foregoing legal consequences
which shall have negative impact on the local economical devel-
opment of the municipalities, which was one of the fears present-
ed by the municipalities in their demands sent to ZELS.

RESENDING OF THE INITIATIVE AMENDING THE TEXT OF THE
DRAFT LAW AMENDING THE LAW ON PROPERTY TAXES

Having in consideration that the Ministry of Finance of the
Republic of Macedonia has submitted to ZELS the text of the draft
law amending the Law on Property Taxes, along with a demand
for remarks and suggestions regarding it, ZELS has distributed
the draft-law to the municipalities and received expert opinions,
which were systematized by the expert service into one position
paper of ZELS, which was sent to the Ministry of Finance with the
notification no. 0202 - 666/2 of the 24th of June 2010.

In December 2010, ZELS resent this initiative to the Minis-
try of Finance, pointing out the importance of the entire initia-
tive and especially the point 7, which refers to the possihility for
the units of local self-government to significantly increase their
incomes collected on the basis of property taxes, at the same time
having insight into the real condition of the properties of citizens,
which is subjected to evaluation. The initiative also contains the
systematized position, emphasizing the need for resolving of the
issued regarding the right to usage of the lands in case of pur-
chase agreements where besides the buildings, there is transfer of
the right to usage of the lands owned by the Republic of Macedo-
nia and it also contains a demand for inclusion and establishing of
the collection of property tax upon purchase of social apartments.
The initiative also points out to the necessity of regulation of the
delivery of the decisions for property tax and the public utilities fee
for the companies, i.e. it is suggested to do this by means of public
annunciation. In the systematized positions, it has been stressed
out that the suggested amending of the Law on Property Tax, the
physical division has only been tackled in the Taxes from Inheri-
tance and Gifts, and it has also identified the need for defining of
the term economical buildings and revision of the tax exemptions.

DEMAND FOR AMENDING OF THE LAW ON GAMES OF
CHANCE AND ENTERTAINING GAMES

ZELS sent an initiative regarding the amending of the
Law on Games of Chance and Entertaining Games to the
Ministry of Finance and the Minister Zoran Stavreski. This
initiative is a result of the conclusion drawn by ZELS Man-
agement Board at the session held on the 2nd of Decem-
ber 2010 un Mavrovo. Inter alia, the members of the Board
tackled the condition in the area of collection of the spe-
cial fee amounting 4% of the total payments in the sale of
tickets, coupons, raffle tickets and instant lottery, in accor-
dance with the Law on Games of Chance and Entertain-
ment Games (“Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedo-
nia“ no. 10/1997; 54/1997; 13/2001 1 2/2002 u 54/2007).

The Management Board adopted a decision demand-
ing from the Ministry of Finance, in the capacity of pro-
posing authority, to initiate procedure for amending of this
regulation, defining the increasing of the foregoing per-
centage for additional 2%, which would be defined as an
incomes of the municipalities in the Republic of Macedo-
nia and would be allocated in accordance with the place
where they have been collected, i.e. on the territory of the
corresponding municipalities. ZELS demand is specifically
directed towards the Article 79-a, Paragraph 1 of the same
Law.

If the assessments made by the Ministry indicate that
in this way there would be negative impact on the system of
arranging and organizing of games of chance in the Repub-
lic of Macedonia, ZELS suggest an alternative possibility,
demanding additional allocation of the amounts referred
to in the Article 2 of the stated Article no. 79-a, which
would serve as basis for allocation of the resources to the
municipalities.

The grounds for this demand arise from the demands
of the municipalities in the Republic of Macedonia, which
in accordance with the decentralization process have com-
petences in the area of sports and support of youth pro-
grammes. Besides the resources collected with the existing
programmes, these activities would be additionally financ-
es by this additional fee, or in accordance with the alterna-
tive demand, the municipalities would provide the needed
resources within the consistent allocation of the incomes
collected on this basis. This can be supported by the fact
that the games of chance are organized on the territory of
each municipality, and the municipalities do not have any
financial benefit which would be used for the local develop-
ment of sports and youths.

FILING OF INITIATES ON THE AMENDING OF THE LAW ON
PUBLICUTILITIES FEES

As a result of the cooperation offered regarding the fil-
ing of initiatives with suggestions for amending of the Law
on Public Utilities Fees, which is in draft phase in the Min-
istry of Finance, ZELS has included its members, who have
sent many remarks, suggestions and proposals. The initia-
tives included the need for drafting of a rulebook amending
the Law on Public Utilities Fees, the amending of the Article
8, i.e., the extension of the law on late charging from two to
five years, modification of the text in the Article 9, point 2,
in order to define some lacks referring to the usage of the
space in front of the business premises for certain activities,
as well as redefining of some of the provisions related to the
charging of fees on the basis of approval for usage of music
and defining of the types of music for which the public utili-
ties feed can be charged. ZELS sent these initiatives regard-
ing the amending of the Law on Public Utilities Fees to the
Ministry of Finance at the end of November.

new instrument for successful in-
clusion of the citizens in the deci-
sion making process on municipal
level, which has been institution-
alized by several municipalities by
means of amending of their stat-
utes. On the basis of the experienc-
es of the around 30 municipalities
in our country, where the Munici-
pal Forum proved to be a very sig-
nificant model of civic participation,
ZELS, on the basis of transparent
process, prepared the following for
each individual municipality: Draft-
decision amending the Statute of
the units of local self-government,
introducing the forum as manner of
civic participation and Draft-Rule-
book on the organization and the re-
alization of the Community Forums.
By the passing of these documents
by the local authorities and the in-
stitutionalization of the Forum ap-
peared the need for preparation of
the Manual entitled “The Communi-
ty Forum in 11 steps®, which is pro-
moted today at this conference and
which shall help the municipalities
in a simple and easy manner to in-
clude their citizens in the decision
making process on local level®.

This is part of the speech of
Mr. Koce Trajanovski, ZELS presi-
dent, at the conference promoting
the Manual “Community Forum in
11 steps®, organised by ZELS on the
21st of December 2010 in the Holi-

day Inn Hotel in Skopje. The pres- |
ent participants, the presidents of
municipal councils, the media, the
representatives from SDC, the rep-
resentatives from the Forum Coor-
dination Unit, the representatives
of the NGOs participating into the
implementation of the Community
Forums Programme (CIRA, MCMS,
ALKA, ADI, FIOOM...) etc, were ad-
dressed by the the ambassador of
Switzerland in our country, His Ex-
cellency, Mr. Stefano Lazzarotto. Mr.
Lazzarotto pointed out that Switzer-
land is interested into the success of
the decentralization in our country
and that his country shall continue
supporting our country in several
areas and especially in the area of
the direct participation of the citi-
zens in the local community, where
in the past few years, via SDC, his
country has provided financial sup-
port of around 30 municipalities
with total number of 56 projects in
the area of local infrastructure and
purchase of equipment, whose real-
ization was supported precisely by
his citizens.

The expert in the area of local
authorities pointed out that in the
quest for more projects, the munici-
palities forget to ask the opinion of
their citizens and consult on their
priorities and needs. Therefore,
he recommended that the citizens
should be considered as the correc-
tive mechanism of the authorities '
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and that the municipalities should
share the responsibility of the local
governance via different forms of
civic participation, inter alia, includ-
ing the Community Forum, which
has been adopted by many munici-
pal councils and has been regulated
in the statutes of the municipalities.

At the conference, ZELS pre-
sented the activities that have been
realized so far in the area of the
implementation of the project en-
abling the institutionalization of the
Forums in municipal statutes and
the benefits from the amending of
the statutes. Likewise, ZELS repre-
sentatives pointed out the specific
results achieved in the area of the
implementation of Community Fo-
rums in 30 municipalities. The may-
or of Berovo, Mr. Dragi Nadjiski, pre-
sented the two experiences in the
implementation of the Community
Forum in his municipality, as well as
the utilization of this instrument in
the budget planning for 2011 regard-
ing the programming of the resourc-
es of the municipalities which the
municipality collected 100% in the
month of September from the prop-
erty taxes, At the end of the con-

ference, the representative of the |

Forum Coordination Unit meticu-
lously presented the Manual and the
11 steps which shall provide simple
usage of the new form of civic par-
ticipation- the Community Forum,
in each individual municipality.



INSTITUTIONALIZATION OF THE ,COMMUNITY FORUM”
IN THE MUNICIPAL STATUTES

The process of integration of
the Community Forums in the lo-
cal authorities started in 2006 with
three pilot projects, supported by
SDC. So far, the process has includ-
ed around 30 municipalities with
total number of 56 projects, most
in the area of local infrastructure
and purchase of equipment. In or-
der to ensure continuity in the ap-
plication of this democratic prin-
ciple, ZELS has included several
experts in the area of local self-
government, representatives from
the municipalities and the Minis-
try of Local Self-Government and
representatives of the NG sector,
who have prepared Draft- Statuto-
ry decision amending the statutes
of the municipalities and draft-
Rulebook on the organization and
the realization of the Communi-
ty Forums. At the 4 regional work-
shops including all municipalities,
the participants have prepared the
final versions of these documents,
which then were adopted by ZELS
Management Board, which recom-
mended to the municipalities to
enable the institutionalization of
the Community Forums by means
of amending of their statutes.

Macedonia is the first country
in the region which has recognized
the Community Forums as an in-
strument providing double benefit
for the municipalities and their cit-
izens and provided its institution-
alization in the municipal statutes.
The experience and the entire con-
cept has been transferred from
Switzerland, and is actively imple-

mented in Bulgaria. In our country,
following the adoption of the mod-
ifications of municipal statutes,
part of the local authorities have
gone a step further and have envis-
aged resources which shall be used
during the implementation of the
Forums.

The Swiss Agency for Cooper-
ation and Development announced
that in the new three years shall
continue supporting the implemen-
tation of the Forums and shall pro-
vide financial assistance in the re-
alization of the projects agreed by
the citizens. By means of its ZELS
training center, ZELS shall pro-
vide training for certification of the
moderators who shall participate
in the realization of the Communi-
ty Forums in the local authorities.

MANUAL
»COMMUNITY FORUM IN 11 STEPS“

Within the project ZELS has
published the Manual entitles Com-
munity Forum in 11 steps, which was
promoted at the conference, in the
presence of many media. The objec-
tive of the Manual is to provide easy
and simple manner of introduction
of the mayors, the counselors and
municipal workers in the process of
realization of Community Forums,
at the same time informing the cit-
izens on the possibilities provided
by this tool in the participation into
the decision making process of local
importance. The Manual also con-
tains explanations of the civil par-
ticipation, stating that besides the
basic forms of participation of the
citizens established in the Law on
Local Self-Government, such as civ-
il initiatives, civil meetings, referen-
dum, suggestions, public tribunes,
polls, the municipalities which have
amended their statutes, may provide
institutionalization of the “Commu-
nity Forums*®. Further on, the Man-
ual established the main charac-

teristics of Community Forums, i.e.
the best time for implementation,
at the same time recommending
the application of Forums. It also
states the types of forums: Project
forum, thematic forum, intercom-
munity forum, budget forum and it
also contains the manner of work
and the structure of the forums.
On the basis of the acquired experi-
ences from the Community Forums
Programme, it has been established
that it is best for the forum session
to be held at no less that 6 sessions,
each with duration of no more than
3 hours and all sessions should take
place in a period from four to five
months. The Part 4 describes all 11
steps for implementation of the fo-
rums, starting from the initiative,
the mobilization of the commu-
nity and the organization of all fo-
rum session. The last part stated
the challenges faced by the forum
process, such as the reaching of the
agreement on the objectives of the
forum, the work of the working ta-
bles, the selection of the location of
the forum and the realization of the
discussions, the participation, the
recommendations from the forum,
the inclusion of experts and the dy-
namic of the sessions, The Manual
also contains a CD with the annexes,
where one can find the form for all
important documents prepared dur-
ing the implementation of the Com-
munity Forums.

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The municipality of Berovo, by means of the Com-
munity Forum Programme, has implemented two forum
processes: project and budget forum. Using democrat-
ic tools, the citizens have defined the priorities among
several selected topics and projects and according to the
available resources amounting 12.500.000 MKD (6.000.000
MKD were provided by SDC project and 6.500.000 MKD
have been provided by the municipality), they have chose
to implement the project for construction of atmospheric
sewage system, sidewalks and pavement of the Marshal
Tito Street. As far as the civic participation in the second,
budget forum, is concerned, the topic of discussion was
the budget of the municipality for the next year, the citi-
zens chose the financing of the project for arranging of
the square Dimitar Berovski (9.800.000 MKD, where the
municipality has provided 3.800.000 MKD, the rest com-
ing from SDC).

In this manner, the municipality encouraged the
democratic inclusion of the population, deciding to give
chance to the citizens to decide for themselves which is
the project they want to invest their money in 2011. In-
cluding the third quarter of the year, the municipality of
Berovo has collected 100% of the resources from property
taxes. Therefore, from November 15-19, 2010, the local au-
thorities have organized Open Week for Ideas, when the
inhabitants have submitted tenths of useful suggestions
for development of the municipality and improving of the
quality of living. From the organization of the “Forum for
more beautiful Berovo“, the municipality has many ben-
efits: providing of democratic direct inclusion of the citi-
zens in the decision making process on local level, stim-
ulating of the inhabitants to pay the local fees and taxes
and giving chance to the citizens to make their own deci-
sions about the spending of their money.

,The Forum for more beautiful Berovo has been re-
alized in accordance with the rules of the Community Fo-
rum Programme, where the participants were structured
in six working tables, on the basis of the social and eco-
nomical interests (Economical development and tourism,
education and culture, environment, basic infrastruc-
ture, youth, sports and administration). Prior to the fo-
rum, each working table presented three projects it con-
sidered to be important. Then, at the workshops attend-
ed by one selected members of each working table and
the operative group of the forum considered all suggested
projects and voted only those which met the criteria, i.e.
for which there are no obstacles in the realization. They
voted the following projects: 1. 1. Reconstruction of part
of the bank of the Bregalnica River; 2. Purchase of waste
collecting vehicle; 3. Construction of street in the settle-
ment called Shirinata; 4. Construction of street in the
village of Dvorishte; 5. Construction of the square Dimi-
tar Berovski- 3rd stage and construction of sewerage sys-
tem at the Boris Kidrich street. The citizens voted for the
project “Purchase of waste collection vehicle*, with budg-
et of 1.700.000 MKD, which shall be realized in 2011. Due
to the fact that this project did not deplete the budget, the
second project, the construction of the Dimitar Berovski
Square, 3rd stage, also shall be implemented.

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Increasing of the level of citizen
participation in local decision mak-
ing processes

-, Few years ago, at a meeting
like the one we have today, [ point-
ed out that the providing of high lev-
el of local democracy should be con-
sidered as priority of each unit of lo-
cal self-government and that there
is no municipality or mayor who has
not grasped the objective of the de-
centralization, today, I am pleased
to say that there is growing percent-
age of citizens in our country who
are aware of the possibilities offered
by the decentralized authority and of
the need for their active participa-
tion in the process. The essence of
the decentralization is the inclusion
of citizens in the creation of their fu-
ture, the creation of local policies,
the demanding for improving of the
living conditions by the mayors and
the municipal administration, im-
proving of the level of services, re-
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sponsibility, liability and transparen-
cy of our work... All this is present in
the reality and it makes me specially
proud and convinces me that the de-
centralization process in our country
is extensively developing in the right
direction. “

This was emphasized by ZELS
president, Mr. Koce Trajanovski, at
the conference held on the 3rd of De-
cember 2010, organized by ZELS, sup-
ported by OSCE, marking the fifth
anniversary of the start of the im-
plementation of the decentraliza-
tion process in our country. The con-
ference was attended by the deputy-
president of the Government of the
Republic of Macedonia, Mr. Abdu-
lakim Ademi, the Minister of Local
Self-Government, Mr. Musa Djaferi,
the Head of the OSCE Mission, Mr.
Jose Luis Herrero, the EU ambassa-
dor Mr. Erwan Fouere, the US am-
bassador, Mr. Philip Reeker and the
UNDP representative in our coun-
try, Mrs. Deirdre Boyd. The confer-
ence was also attended by mayors,
high representatives of international
organizations present in our country
and representatives of the media.

The president of ZELS also
stressed out the results achieved by
local authorities in the performing
of their competences, as well as the
activities undertaken by ZELS in or-
der to improve the conditions for
performing of these competences
with the objective of providing of bet-
ter services and living conditions for
citizens. Among the results achieved
only in the last fifth year of decen-
tralization, Mr. Trajanovski empha-
sized the drafting of the law on con-
struction sites, envisaging for the lo-
cal authorities to manage construc-
tion sites, which by now was done by
the Ministry of Transport and Con-
nections on behalf of the state, thus
providing conditions for higher level
of financial independence of the mu-
nicipalities ad higher level of local
economical development. Likewise,
he pointed out the importance of the
drafting of the Law on legalization
of illegal constructions, and he stat-
ed that he is convinced that the last
eight municipalities shall enter the
second stage of fiscal decentraliza-
tion at the beginning of the next year.

It was also pointed out that ZELS is
not quite satisfied with the level of
financial independence of the mu-
nicipalities, stating that it shall con-
tinue actively lobbying at the central
authorities regarding the passing of
the amendments in the direction of
increasing of the percentage of VAT
and personal income tax set aside for
the local authorities.

The deputy-president of the Gov-
ernment of the Republic of Macedo-
nia, Mr. Abdulakim Ademi, pointed
out that the local authorities should
continue working on the implemen-
tation of the obligations arising from
the Ohrid Framework Agreement,
while expressing his satisfaction from
the level of its realization. The Minis-
ter of Local Self-Government tackled
the need for further strengthening of
the capacities of municipal admin-
istrations, being one of the require-
ments for continuous performance
of local competencies. The Head of
the OSCE Mission, Mr. Jose Luis Her-
rero, emphasized the importance of
the coordination of local authorities
and the Ministry of Local Self-Gov-
ernment upon the presentation of
their needs to the central authorities,
notably regarding the needs for legal
amendments and the increasing of
the fiscal capacities of the municipal-
ities, pointing out the need for higher
level of engagement of municipalities
in the building of cohabitation of all
representatives of the local commu-
nities within the frames of each in-
dividual local self-government unit
in our country. The EU ambassador,
Mr. Erwan Fouere expressed his sat-
isfaction regarding the work done by
ZELS as Association of all municipali-
ties in the country, reminding to this
year's report of the European Com-
mission on the progress achieved by
our country regarding the decentrali-
zation and said that he is convinced
that the European Union shall con-
tinue supporting the improving and
the strengthening of this process in
our country. The US ambassador in
our country, Mr. Philip Reeker, point-
ed out that the US are also satisfied
with the progress achieved in the
area of decentralization, pointing
out that there are many things that
should be done in this area and stat-

ORDINANCE ON THE FEE FOR ISSUING
AND POSSESSING OF B- IPPC

ZELS, within the
frame of the project for is-
suing of B-integrated eco-
logical permits, in Decem-
ber 2010 has organised two
workshops (in Mavrovo and
Veles), intended for the
representatives of the mu-
nicipalities. At the work-
shops more that 70 repre-
sentatives of the local au-
thorities, together with ex-
perts from the Directorate
for Environment function-
ing within the Ministry of
Environment have consid-
ered the applications sub-
mitted by B-installations
and the corresponding-
ly issued B-permits by the
municipalities, analyzing
them and sharing the ex-
periences. Special atten-
tion was dedicated to the
considering of the Ordi-
nance on the fee for issu-
ing and possessing of B-
[PPC permit, for which it

was established the exist-
ence of some lacks in the
text of the Ordinance and
lacks in the calculations,
due to which ZELS initi-
ated a suggestion to the
Ministry on the amending
of this Ordinance.

As far as the realiza-
tion of the process of issu-
ing of B-permits by the mu-
nicipalities is concerned,
the attendants have iden-
tified a very serious prob-
lem concerning the lack
of human resources, no-
tably in the middle and
small municipalities, since
the legislator has envis-
aged that each municipali-
ty should have at least two
employees, one of them
working on the issuing of
the permit and the other
in charge of the inspec-
tion, who shall work on
the issuing of B-permits.
One other element hinder-
ing the process of issuing
of B-permits was the lack
of information of the B-
plants, the incomplete ap-
plications, the fail to meet
the criteria by the installa-
tions needed for obtaining
of the permit as well as the
lack of other sectors doc-
uments, approvals, per-
mits etc. The municipali-
ties have noted that the
incomes provided by mu-
nicipalities from the issu-
ing of B-permits are mini-
mal and they barely cover
the basic expenses related
to the process of issuing of
B-ICCP permits.

- Intercommunity Relations Commission have very important role
in the development of decentralization, as a process of promotion of
peace and stability in our country. They provide framework in which the
citizens from different ethnical communities have possibility to repre-
sent their interests, contributing to the peaceful and harmonic devel-
opment of the society, respecting the ethical identity of each individual
community. In this context, starting from 2006, ZELS has undertak-
en series of activities in the direction of establishing Intercommunity
Relations Commissions and their strengthening, and by means of the
SDC's support, it has provided complete simultaneous interpretation
equipment in order to facilitate
the work of municipal councils.
By means of the present Confer-
ence, we wanted to show that we
still believe in the need and the
role of these Commissions, whose
existence is guaranteed by the Law
on Local Self-government. Actu-
ally, the legal obligation regarding
their establishing concerned only
around twenty of the municipali-
ties, where the percentage of rep-
resentation of the ethnical pop-
ulation is higher than 20% of the
total number of inhabitants, and in
practice, we can see that around 30 municipalities have established this
type of Commission, which confirms the readiness of municipalities to
develop the multiculturalism and multiethnic society.

This was emphasized by ZELS President, Mr. Koce Trajanovski, at
the conference entitled “Challenges in the work of the Intercommuni-
ty Relations Commissions*, organized by ZELS on the 10th of December
2010 in the Kontinental Hotel, which was also attended by the state sec-
retary of the Secretariat for Implementation of the Ohrid Framework
Agrememnt in the Government of the Republic of Macedonia, Mr. [Tham
Ismani, the president of the Parliamentary Committee of Intercommu-
nity Relations, Mr. Djevat Ademi, the director of the Swiss Agency for Co-
operation and Development (SDC), Tatjana von Steiger Weber, mayors,
presidents of municipal councils and presidents of Intercommunity Re-
lations Commissions, as well as representatives from the NGOs working
in the area of building of interethnic relations.

-, Today, on the date of this Conference on the Intercommunity
Relations Commissions, we celebrate the International Day of Human
Rights, emphasized Mr. Ademi in his address, adding that the Intercom-
munity Relations Commissions represent another contribution of local
authorities in the ever faster implementation of the provisions referred
to in the Ohrid Framework Agreement and the integration into the Eu-
ropean Union. He also pointed out that there is certain lack of function-
ality in the work of the Intercommunity Relations Commission, which
could lead to certain legal amendments in this area, at the same time,
stating that in some of the municipalities these Commissions are inad-
equately treated by the mayors and their functioning is not supported.
Mr. Ademi stressed out that these Commission should be the driving
force of all issues of multinational character for the local authorities
and they should be considered as guarantee for the development of the
democratic processes of the local authorities. The importance of the
Commissions regarding the development of the decentralization in the
country and the implementation of the Ohrid Framework Agreement
was also tackled by SDC Directors, Mrs. Tatjana von Steiger Weber, who
pointed out that the Agency shall continue providing support for the de-
velopment of these Commissions, which at the same time, means sup-
porting of the development of the interethnic dialog in our country.

The presentation, which was based on the researches made by
ZELS, stated that 30 of the municipalities have established Intercommu-
nity Relations Commissions, out of which 10 have done so without any
legal obligation. The average number of members of Intercommunity
Relations Commissions is five, the average number of sessions annually
is three and the average number of initiatives submitted to the Council

is one initiative annually. The participants stated they have noticed lack
of financial resources and that there is a need for legal amendments. Dur-
ing the opened discussion, the president of the Intercommunity Relations
Commission from the municipality of Debar presented the activities of
the Commission, emphasizing its role in the passing of the decisions of
the municipal council regarding the changing of the names of the streets
in his city. The representative from the municipality of Kumanovo point-
ed out that his Commission has already drafted Action Plan for the work
of the Intercommunity Relations Commission for 2011, identifying the is-
sues and the problems which shall be discussed. Likewise, the Intercom-
munity Relations Commission from Kumanovo has prepared the bud-
get, and its members have obtained an administrative support from the
municipal administration. It is important to mention that no member
of the Commission in Kumanovo is parallel member of municipal coun-
cils, which a pretty positive experience and is in line with the basic idea
regarding the role of this type of commissions. The representatives of
the non-governmental sector monitoring the work of the Intercommuni-
ty Relations Commissions stated that there is a lack of mechanisms pro-
viding the continuity of these Commissions, and that at the time being,
there are no conditions for record keeping of the materials from the work
of the Commissions, as well as that the advisory role of the Commissions
is not accepted by all municipal councils and mayors and that in some of
the municipalities there is obvious fear of establishment of such Com-
missions. They also pointed out another serious problem which includes
the political influence which is imposed by certain members. At the end
of the conference, it was concluded that the Intercommunity Relations
Commissions need ZELS assistance regarding the drafting of a model of
rules of procedure in order to provide higher level of productivity in their
work. The participants also stressed out the need for additional distribu-
tion of the Intercommunity Relations Commission Manuals, which were
prepared by ZELS in 2009 and were distributed to the Commissions and
the municipalities and which proved to be very helpful tool for the func-
tioning of the Commissions.

THE REMARKS OF THE EU REPORT ON THE DECENTRALIZATION ARE ALREADY
SUBJECT OF TALKS BETWEEN ZELS AND THE CENTRAL AUTHORITIES

On the 14th of December 2010,
the fifth meeting of the Joint Consult-
ative Committee (ZKK) between the
Republic of Macedonia and the Eu-
ropean Union, represented by the EU
Committee of the Regions was held in
Brussels. The fourth meeting was held
in July, this year in Skopje. The co-
chair of the ZKK, Mr. Bodker Ander-
son, has assessed the fifth metering as
extremely successful, tackling many
beneficial discussions and exchange of
mutualy useful information.

In the period between the two
meetings, ZELS and the municipali-
ties have implemented many activi-
ties and the EU has published the
Report on the progress achieved by
the Republic of Macedonia, address-
ing also the decentralization proc-
ess in the country. The participants
pointed out that the majority of the
unresolved issued mentioned in the
EU report in the area of local au-
thorities are already subject of talks
between ZELS and the Government
of the Republic of Macedonia, which
are in stage of resolving and joint so-
lutions are being searched for part
of the issues. The attendants also
pointed out the commitments pro-
viding higher level of financial inde-
pendence for the municipalities and
the commitments for providing of
conditions for entering of the other
eight municipalities in the second
stage of fiscal decentralization.

Zoran Aleksov, the mayor of the
municipality of Shtip and co-chair of
the ZKK, pointed out that the ZELS
Training Center- ZTC covers the

training of the municipal adminis-/

trations, thus training more than
1000 employees of the local self-gov-
ernment units in a period of one
year. He also pointed out the activi-
ties for raising of the level of the E-
Municipality concept and also tack-
led the support provided by ZELS in
the building of the capacities of the
commissions for intercommunity re-
lations, emphasizing that they have
been established and function not
only in the 20 municipalities which
are under legal obligation for their
establishing, but also in additional
10 municipalities, where they have
been established on municipal ini-
tiative, taking in consideration their
significance and importance for the
building of the joint cohabitation of
all ethnical communities. Mr. Ale-
ksov pointed out to the progress
achieved in the transparent, effi-
cient and effective working of the
municipalities by means of applica-
tion of the Ethical Code regarding
the behavior of the local and elected
officials, the application of the Eu-
ropean anticorruption standards on
local level, massive inclusion of citi-
zens in the decision making process-
creation of the so-called Community
Forums, introduction of the munici-
pal statutes of the principles of uni-
fied documents by ZELS- Plan and
Rulebook on the work of the munici-
palities for the general public.
Special session for discussion
was the implementation of the Eu-
ropean directives for environment
in the domestic legislation and their
implementation by the local author-

ities. Vladimir Todorovikj, the may-

or of the municipality of Centar and
Fati Iseni, the mayor of the munici-
pality of Studenichani has presented
the level of application of the ecolog-
ical European directives by means of
the level of equipment on local lev-
el for their implementation, the pos-
sibilities for investing and sustaina-
ble development of the environment,
as well as the separate segments of
great importance and competence
of the municipalities- the issuing of
the B-permits and the solid waste
and waste water management.

Marjan Risteski, the mayor of
the municipality of Prilep, present-
ed one of the most important new in
the decentralisation process in our
country, the transfer of the manage-
ment of the national unused con-
struction sites to the local authori-
ties. Mr. Risteski said that that step
shall contribute to the increasing of
the possibility for higher level of eco-
nomical development and investing
in the municipalities.

At the end of the meeting, the
members of the Macedonian delega-
tion pointed out that the name issue
with Greece is one of the basic rea-
sons for the decreased level of invest-
ments on local level and called their
European colleagues to invest their
efforts in the resolving of this matter.

The decentralization is a dy-
namic process which opens new is-
sues, dilemmas and discussion top-
ics. The participants complimented
this type of talks and exchange of ex-
periences, above all, due to the ef-
forts invested in the approximation
to the EU. 4

On the 27th of Decem-
ber 2010, the Holiday Inn
Hotel housed the conference
dedicated on the higher level
of informing of the local au-
thorities in the area of the
obligations arising from the
latest amendments of the
regulations regarding the
protection of personal data,
organized by ZELS and the
Directorate for Protection of
Personal Data.

Mr. Izet Medjiti, ZELS
vice-president and mayor of
the municipality of Chair,
emphasized the enormous
significance of this issue,
and stated that the mu-
nicipalities should dedicate
special attention and have
a serious approach to this
matter, because even a mi-
nor error could have fatal
consequence for someone's
life. Mr. Medjiti also point-
ed out to the need for per-
manent cooperation with
the Directorate, in order
for the local authorities to
take all necessary steps not

to harm the citizens they
contact with on daily basis.
Mr. Dimitar Gjeorgjievski,
the director of The Directo-
rate for Protection of Per-
sonal Data, stated that this
institution is opened for
cooperation and said that
he is pleased to see that
the local authorities have
shown interest in the max-
imal application of the le-
gal regulations which must
be implemented in order
not to harm the safety of
personal data. The present
participants were informed
on the legal framework,
the term and the princi-
ples of personal data pro-
tection and the obligations
of the controllers. They
also acquainted with the
contents of the bylaws, the
Rulebook for Technical and
Organizational Measures
for Ensuring the Secrecy
and Protection, the Rule-
book for the Form and the
Contents of the Form for
Reporting of the Personal
Data Processing, the provi-
sions of the form for keep-
ing records of the transfer
of personal data in other
states, as well as with the
manner of keeping records.
The attendants showed
special interest in the Rule-
book of Video Surveillance
and the Rulebook on the
Contents and the Form of
the Act of Video Surveil-
lance.

The  representatives
of the Directorate empha-
sized that they are working
on the legalization of the
position of officers- respon-
sible persons in the mu-
nicipalities, who shall take
care of the realization of al
legal obligations regarding
the protection of personal
data. They also discussed
the procedures of collec-
tion of personal data in or-
der to avoid their exten-
siveness depending on the
reason for which they are

In the period from the
14th to the 16th of December
2010, the representatives of
ZELS visited the National
Association of Italian Mu-
nicipalities- ANCI. The vis-
it was organized within the
frame of the national proj-
ect SeeNet, which has been
realized by the Italian Asso-
ciation for several years, in-
cluding municipalities from
the region. Besides ZELS,
the event was also attended
by several associations from
few countries in the region,
such as Serbia, Kosovo, Al-
bania, Croatia, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, as well as NA-
LAS representatives. The
objective of the visit was

the identification of issues
of common interest, which
could serve as basis for co-
operation of all these associ-
ations with the National As-
sociation of [talian Munici-
palities within the existing
SeeNet project. Following
the conversations, the par-
ticipants concluded that the
joint issue that might serve
as basis for future coopera-
tion is the sustainable tour-
ism as a key element for sus-
tainable regional, ecological,
economical and social devel-
opment. In this direction,
the participants decided
that it would be beneficial
to organize joint conference
on this topic, followed by
several workshops dedicat-
ed to identification of prob-
lems, challenges and advan-
tages of all countries includ-
ed in the process, finalized
by document whose objec-
tive would be improving of
the complete circumstanc-
es for development of tour-
ism. This document would
be presented to the Govern-
ments of all countries in-
cluded in the project, as well
as to all other shareholders
active in this area. Very im-
portant element of this pro-
cess is the exchange of good
practices and networking.
